JURY ‘CENSURES
MINE OWNERS

They Declare That ¥ Sufficient ]’rc-
cautions Had Been Taken, Accidént
Resulting 'in ‘Death of Young Man
Might Have Been Avolded. -~

After a hearing which lasted a lit-
tle more 'than five hours the jury in
the ‘inquest upon 4he body of Rabert
Scott, held in the pviice court yester-
day afternoon and evening, brought
in a .verdict declaring that deceased
met his death from injuries sustained
by falling- from the scaffolding upon
which he was working in the shaft
of the Great West Coal Mine at Clo-
ver Bar, adding. that in their cpinion,
iif sufficient precautions had - been'
{adopted for the:security of the said
scaffolding the accident might ha.\e
been avoided. ]

The accident occurred on Thursday
jlast. chtt was working with three

|others on scaffolding erected in the'

|shaft eighteen feet below the surface. |
The . structure ‘coliapsed and Scott
was precipitated to the battom of ‘the
shaft, a distance of nearly -fifty feet. |
His companions succeeded in. saving
themselves by grasping beams
stretching across the Shaft. ~ Scott
was found in an tunconscious condi-
tion, and was conveyed-at once to the
Misereeordia Hospital, where he died
on Saturday withaut having. recover-
ed consciousness.

The manager of the mine, the men
who were working with Scotf and
other employees of the company, were
called as witneésses. None of the wit.
nesscs were able to offer any explana-
tion. of the sudden ccilapse of the
structure, ‘declaring; without excep-
tian,, that they had made no-attempt
to .«discover . .the . precise cause. In
