And
yet’ when he became Minister of Jus-
tice he told Sir R. .Williams that he
forgot the . timber law—the timber
law that he has been advising people
on for twenty-five years. .Note the cir-
cumstances to see if there is any harm
in forgetting the law: Morison is
lawyer for R. W. Strong, the timber
promoter.  Everybody knows who
Strong is, and none better than Don-
ald Mogison. - Strong goes to Boston
trying to sell 14,000 square miles of
timber land in which Morison had a
big interest. Morison wrote Strong a
letter—the Orange Bay letter—not ‘a8

the same Daily News that connected
Morris in ‘matters “where capitalists
are concerned.” But yesterday it said:
“Sir Edward Morris has from the first
refused to be a creature of circam-
stance, but has shown aun amazing
genius,”

Did anyone ever think that Morris
