He |
said the scheme of the Financial Minist- |
er would not secure the payment of the
floating debt, but merely turnit in a new
direction, and leave it to his successor—
the usual course of every Finance Minis-
ter. * A considerable sum could no doubt
be raised by a Dominion stock, but main-
ly at the expense of bank circulation,
and stringency wasa great evil, not light-
ly to be inflicted upon the country by the
Government, The so-called “KExchequer
Bills” porposed to be issued, being for a
period of 10 to 20 years ought to be called
by their proper names-bonds.

Tue BANK oF UpPPER CANADA.
—The Trustees of the Bank of Upper
Canada have recently published an
account of the first year's results of
their efforts to realize on the assets
and pay off the creditors. Ou the 13th
November, 1866, when the Bank clos-
ed, the liabilities amounted to $2,-
572,007 51. They are, at the end of a
year, $2,062,408 10. That is a frac-
tion over half a million has been paid
during the year. At this rate, it will
tuke five years to wind up. * But whe-
ther the progress will be as rapid in
tne future may well be doubted. At
the time the trust was put into their
hands there was $41,000 cash in hand,
of which there is less than $10,000
left. Besides that, they had govern-
ment and municipal debentures, and
realized payment on the most available
bills discounted and on judgments.
