THE IRISH CHURCH QUESTION. 

Defeat of the British Gorernment.
We learn from our telegraph des­

patch this morning, that the Disraeli 
Qowernment has received a most signal 
defeat on the Irish Church question. 
Iiord Stanley's motion to throw over 
the debate on Mr. Gladstone’s resolu­
tions was defeated by a majority of 
60 in a very Hill House, and the mo­
tion to go into Committee on Mr. 
Gladstone's «eolations was earned by 
amajority of 56. It is not stated what 
the Government will do, but in all 
probability it will resign, and leave to 
the Liberals, who are again thorough­
ly united, the task of forming a gov­
ernment and carrying into effect, if 
possible, a more liberal policy towards 
Ireland. We shall, however, know 
all in a day or two.

Defeat of Ik tliilish Ministrj, THE SPRING TRADE

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT IN ENG 
LAND.

There is a bill at present before 
the British Parliament providing that 
capital punishment shall henceforth 
be inflicted within the precincts of 
the gaols. Should this pass into law 
public executions will henceforth 
cease, and the crowds that usually as­
semble to witness a fellow mortal pay 
the extreme penalty of the law will 
henceforth be balked of this abnormal 
amusement. The scenes generally

London, April 3rd, midnight—la the 

Housi ot Commons ta night, Mr Disraeli 
moved an adjournment to the 20th mat., 
when the House shquld.riee tonight, if 
in the division the Liberals should have 
a majority. Then the House might go 
into committee, on the Irish Church, re­
port progress, and resume the debate on 
the 27th. He promised that the budget 
would be produced on the 28rd instant. 
Motion agreed to. The debate on the 
Irish Choit* was then resumed.

London, April 4—In the course of Mr 
Disraeli's speech in the House of Com­
mons last night, he admitted that there 
was something critical in the afiairs of 
Ireland, but said there was no danger 
from Fenianism ; that was prostrated so 
low that no call for revolutionary mea­
sures could be made. The Irish had al­
ways had his sympathy. He did not de­
spise their sentimental grievances, but 
the Irish were not a conquered race, nor 
was the Church a badge of conquest.— 
The Tory policy was one of conciliation ; 
they had sought to aid the Catholics in 
order to strengthen Protestants and attain 
equality. It had been successful, but Mr 
Gladstone proposed a change which out­
raged the feelings of a large and influen­
tial part of the community. What was 
to be thought of a statesman who should 
throw a firebrand into the State, and 
kindle the direst flames? The plan pro­
posed was simple confiscation. Ritualists 
and Papists have long been plotting to 
seize, with the aid of the Liberal party, 
the supreme power of the realm, and if 
the present movement should succeed the 
Crown itself would be in danger.

Mr Gladstone said much of the speech 
of the Premier was the result of a heated 
imagination. So far as the endowments

The debate ended at 2.15 a. m., and 
division took place on Lord Stanley’s 
amendment to postpone the consideration 
of Mr Gladstone’s resolution until the 
next Parliament. Six hundred members 
voted, and the Government was defeated 
by 60 majority. The announcement was 
greeted by the wild cheers of the Liber­
als. On going into committee which mo­
tion was carried, Mr Gladstone’s resolu­
tion was carried by a majority of 50. In 
Committee, Mr Gladstone moved his first 
resolution, that the committee report pro­
gress. Carried.

All this wil^be considerable trouble 
and expense, and the good that may 
accrue from it is doubtful- It will 
perhaps have a good effect on criminals, 
for there is more awe in the thoughts 
of dying in stillness and almost alone, 
than before a crowd, the influence of 
which will contribute generally to ex- 
cite in him that is about to suffer a 
eort of desperate courage. But 
perhaps the Bill is a mere preliminary 
step to the abolition of capital punish­
ment. ,
