And whereas the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington hath not In title 
municipal year contracted any debts or 
loans over and above the sum required 
for its ordinary expenditure which, Inclu­
ding the said sum of twenty thousand 
dollars, exceed twenty thousand dollars.

And whereas a copy of this by-law 
hath been duly published according to 
law. Therefore the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington, in pursuance of 
the powers in It In that behalf vested, 
and by the Council thereof euacts as fol­
lows : That the Warden of the said 
County for the time being, be, and he Is 
hereby authorized, empowered, end re­
quired for the purposes aforesaid, to issue 
in due form of law the sum ot twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures of the 
said Corporation of the said tcutty m 
sums of not less than one hundred dol­
lars each, payable in twelve years at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
is appointed to take effect, at the office 
of the Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every such debenture shall bear in­
terest at the rate of six per cent, per 
annum from the date of Its issue, payable 
half yearly at the said office, and t hall be 
signed by the Warden, and countersign­
ed by the Treasurer for the time being 
of the said County, apd shall have at­
tached thereto coupons for the payment 
of said interest, which debentures the 
Warden is hereby authorized to negoti­
ate and dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, for the 
purpose of forming a sinking land for 
the payment of said debentures and In­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be raised, levied, and collect­
ed in each year upon nil rateable proper­
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, the pro- 
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and In the 
amounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by Item strictly to 
the purposes aforesaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Reeve to the Connell of the said County, 
at the next December Session of this 
Council. -s | ~ • •
