The Admiral and the Insurgents.— 
The action of the British Admiral Yel- 
verton in seizing the Spanish iron-clads, 
Almanza and Vittoria, which had been 
captured by the insurgent Cartagenians, 
has attracted considerable attention. It 
was at one time feared that any effort on 
the part of Admiral Yelverton to remove 
the vessels from Esoombrera Bay would 
be resisted by the insurgents and that 
blood would be spilt.

squadron. On the 80th $ proposal was 
made for a compromise, on the basis of a 
guarantee fro* the British commander 
not to surrender the vessels to the Span­
ish authorities until the differences be­
tween the Madrid Government and the 
Junta of Carthegena would bo settled.

But 
this visit of Mr. Bell to England had 
enabled us to show our fellow-subjects 
there that we had advanced in civiliza­
tion so far as to take comparatively the 
lead in some matters of refinement, even 
in music itself. He was glad to hear that 
Mr. Bell had found his friends there in 
good health, and especially his venerable 
father, whom he [the chairman] well re­
collected. He alluded in humorous tarms 
to certain discomforts of the voyage from 
which Mr. Bell had not been free, and re­
marked that they had almost inclined 
him to form a resolution “ never to do so 
again."

Mr. Bell’s health was drank with 
musical honors and mqoh cheering.

Mr. Bell thanked his hearers cordially 
for the compliment. The chairman had 
alluded to some unpleasant experiences 
of his in crossing the ocean ; but if he 
was always to receive as hearty a recep­
tion as this on his return, he would fore­
go any resolutions he might have formed 
as to not crossing the waters again.

It 
is our desire that you should bear with 
you to your new home some further 
token in remembrance of your pupils 
here, and of their grateful appreciation 
of your labours amongst them. This 
album, within which is contained our 
photographs, may serve to bring us more 
vividly before your mind’s eye when 
time’s effacing hand has done its part to 
dim us in the distance. We pray you to 
accept of these as our parting gift, and 
cherish them as tokens of the heart’s 
affection. And now, dear teacher, we 
will earnestly pray the Father that He 
will be your guide and stay in the un­
known future which lies before us all : 
and if we may not meet here again—as it 
is more than probable we may not, for 
the reaper is among us—we pray that we 
may meet in the Father’s honse when He 
summons us hence—that honse which has 
many mansions, and where no parting is 
known. We bid you farewell and a hearty 
“Goi speed.”

Mr. Bates replied to this second “offer­
ing ef esteem”, in a few appropriate 
words, when, after singing “When s^ol* 
we meet again,” the meeting was brought 
to a close,time pressing to attend another 
of a similar character in the Y. M. C. A. 
rooms, where the party adjourned to.

ALLEGED LARCENY CASE.
The Case Dismissed.

Loomis Palmer Fuller, a moulder em­
ployed by Mills & Goodfellow, was 
charged before the Police Magistrate as 
having stolen 929 from Jas. Mennell, dri­
ver of the Hamilton & Dundas stage»
The case came up last Tuesday, and was 
adjourned until to-day, Friday. The fol­
lowing is the evidence taken in the 
case :—

Jas. Mennell, the prosecutor, said that 
last Saturday night he missed the sum of 
929. He had put it in his pocket-book 
in the breast pocket of his coat at Ham­
ilton that morning. Came from Guelph 
to Hamilton on Saturday evening. The 
929 consisted of two 910 bills, two 94 
bills, and a 91. Aa it was pretty warm, 
took off his coat tod vest, wrapped them 
np in an oilskin coat, and laid them un- 9 
der the seat in the stage-coach just be-» 
fore storting. Never looked atithe uoHt ~ 
any more until arriving in Guelph about 
5:30 p.m. on Saturday. Tied his horses, 
took out coat and vest, and put them on, 
noticing the book in the pocket as he did 
so. Had tea, drove to Ellis’ stable, un­
harnessed horses, took off coat and vest, 
and hung them on a nail in the stable. 
Went out for a while, then came back, 
bedded and fed the horses, put on coat,, 
and went down street. Met his wife, 
went into Fraser’s to buy a carpet, and 
on taking out his pocket-book to pay for 
the carpet found not a cent of money in 
it. Went and told .Chief Constable of 
his loss. Had two passengers, female, 
in the stage ; one got in at Hamilton and 
the other one twelve miles this side of 
Hamilton. Did not know the first one ; 
knew the other. Told Kelly that he 
thought the first woman might have taken 
the money, ae she had ridden so far 
alone. Said no more to Kelly that night. 
Have seen prisoner frequently at Ellis’ 
Hotel ; he boards there. He was in the 
stable that evening at the same time wit­
ness was. Did not see him near the 
cost. Could not say that the prisoner 
was in the stable when witness went out. 
Heard afterwards that prisoner had hired 
a conveyance from Reuben Green, a liv­
ery-stable keeper in Guelph. Witness 
went to Green and asked him to let him 
see his money. Green did so, and wit­
ness picked out a 91 and a 94 which he 
recognized as being one of the bills 
which were in his bocket-book. The bill 
was a soft oldish one, which witness had 
had for some time. Often counted his 
money. The other 94 bill was a newish 
one ; could not tell what bank it was on. 
Had not ha l many Royal Canadian Bank 
bills. The oldish bill was not marked ; 
identified it by its appearance only.

In cross-examination, the witness stat-’ 
ed what bills he paid ont in Hamilton. 
One of the lost tens in his pocket book 
was on the Bank of Montreal ; did not 
know the bank of the other, altjiougb he 
had had it two or three wqpks. *Conld 
pick the bills he got from Green out of a 
hundred other bills of the same age. 
Many people are backwards and forward 
in Ellis’ stable ; people walk through it. 
The woman who got in at Hamilton wae 
a mulatto. She saw me put the bundle 
under the seat. Other persons were in 
the stable at Ellis’ wheq I was there. 
Have found no trace of the other missing 
bills. ,

Re-examined—Did not recognise the 
94 bill by the number or letter, but by 
its general appearance. Would not be 
positive that he conld pick out the other 
lost bills except one of the tens, which 
had an ink mark upon it.

At this stage the case wae remanded 
until Friday, bail being taken for prisen- 
ariS-£e:Bgpearance. On the resumption 
of the case—

Jas. Ritchie, sometimes called Patton, 
said he went out with prisoner on Sun­
day for a buggy ride; prisoner gave him 
a four-dollar bill to pay| for the horse, 
which he had hired from Reuben Green 
at the prisoner’s request. Did not know 
at the time on what bank the bill was or 
its number. Saw it afterwards in Green’s 
possession ; thought it was the eame. 
Prisoner told witness not to tell his father 
who paid for the rig. (The 94 bill wae 
produced.) This bill is like the one 
given to Green, but would not swear to 
it. Witness picked the bill out from a 
number of others. The other 94 were all 
newer.

Reuben Green deposed to the hiring of 
the rig by Ritchie, for which he charged 
91.75, took » 94 and gave change for it.
On Monday evening prisoner and Ritchio 
came to his house and aekçd about the 
bill. Witness turned out ms money on 
the table, and Ritchie picked out the 94 
produced and said that was the one he 
had given Green. Mennell looked 
at the bill, and said at once “That’s my 
money." There were other 94 bills, but 
they were all newer than this one.

At the request of Mr. Guthrie, the 
following evidence for the defence wae 
taken :—

Hosea Randall Fuller said he was the 
prisoner’s father, and they wofked to­
gether in the shop of Mills & Goodfellow 
on piece work. The were paid fortnight­
ly. Last Baturdsy his son drew the» 
wages, gave them to witness, and after- 
wards said he would take seme œcney to
