Hung Chang Impeaches Prince Tuan 
Von KettL-r’s Assassin Shot.

London, S?pt. 17.—(4 a.m.)-ln 
tlon with me prediction by Sir Robert 
Hart that there will be further hostilities 
iu China in November, i-he Associated l ress 
understands that the British Government 
is alreauy considering the transfer of troops 
from South Africa to India, In order w 
made it practicable to send more British 
troops to China. The military authori­
ties consider (ne war in South Africa so 
far ended that troops may now be safely 
moved.

It is probable that the Russian legation 
has already beenrremoved from Pettin to 
Tien Ttiln, but there is no detluite 
as yet as to whether Ld Hung Chang will 
after all go to Pekin.

Chinese officials estimate that 20,000 dis­
banded Chinese soldiers by the the simple 
expedient of turning their coats managed to 
remain behind in Pekiu.

Other despatches confirm the report that 
in addition to Hsutuug, guardian or the heir 
apparent, Yu Lu, Viceroy of Chill, and 
Wang Yu Yiung, president of the Imperial 
Academy, with 2200 members of official 
families, committed suicide when the allies 
entered Pekin.

Chinese regulars are reported to have re­
lieved the Roman Catholic stronghold at 
Hochien, in the Province of Chi.I, which the 
Boxers had been besieging since June.

The Shanghai correspondent of The 
Times, wiring yesterday, says: “LI Hung 
Chang has been notified from Berlin that he 
must submit his credentials to the German 
Minister at Shanghai, who will then com­
municate with Emperor William and await 
the result.

• i>r. Mumm von Schwnrzcnstein, in an 
Interview with Sheng. expressed the opin­
ion that, altho the powers were averse to 
the partition of China, any delay In nego­
tiating was calculated to produce that re­
sult, and that Germany was prepared to re­
main in occupation indefinitely pending a 
settlement. , _

“Earl LI accordingly telegraphed Gen. 
Yung Lu to use every effort to persuade the 
Empress Dowager and Emperor to return 
to Pekin and to remove Prince Tuan t nd 
his entourage.

“I learn on trustworthy authority tnat 
before his departure L.1 Hung Chang, hav­
ing been convinced by his interview with 
Mr. Itockhlll and l)r. swnrzensteln that it 
would be useless to discuss any settlement 
excluding the punishment of the Empress 
Dowager and her chief advisers, sent a 
telegraphic memorial to the throne im­
peaching Prince Tuan, Prince Oman g and 
Tsalsan, Prince 'Ilian’s brother, ns well as 
Kwang ' Yl. president of tkl War Board, 
and Chao Shu Chino, ComraJpEwier of the 
Railway and Mining htaireau, and president 
of the Board of Punishment.

It Is reported from Shanghai that the 
Russians have seized valuable railway pro­
perty at Tien Tslu In defiance of the j ro- 
tests of the British commander.

HURL 5000 INTO THE AMUR RIVER.
Russian Troops Are Charged With 

the Wholesale Massacre of 
Chinese at Blneovcatehenelt.

Nagasaki, Sept. 1(3.—Dr. Collins, a corre­
spondent of The Brussels Etoile Belge, has 
arrived from Blagoveshchensk. He confirms 
the rumor of a Russian massacre of Chinese 
there in the middle of July, under the or­
ders of the chief of police and the Gov­
ernor. He estimates that 50UU harmless 
Chinese residents were expelled from Ihe 
town and thrown Into the River Amur by 
the soldiers, who tied most of them to­
gether in batches by their pigtails.

WHAT THE ALLIED GENERALS WANT.
Their Principal Object Now la to 

Get the Chinese to Return 
to Work.

Pekin, Sept. 11, via Taku, Sept. 14.—The 
allied generals were in conference for four 
hours to-day, the principal topic being how 
best to encourage the Chinese to return to 
work. It was agreed that looting should 
cease and that foraging parties should here­
after be accompanied by an officer, who 
should give receipts for all supplies taken.

The question of wintering at Tien Tsin 
was brought irp, with a view of ascertain­
ing, if possible, the attitude of the Rus­
sians. General Lineviteh admitted that 
most of his troops would winter there.

At flie Japanese legation it Is not believ­
ed that the man who claims to have killed 
Baron von Ketteler is the actual criminal. 
The Japanese believe that he has been paid 
to accuse himself by the Russians, in or­
der to discredit Prince Chlng. The Japan­
ese favor Prince Ching and the Russians 
Li Hung Chang.

Two thousand Germans, under General 
Hoepfner, have left for Shianghsang (Llang- 
liiang), a walled city occupied oy Boxers 
who recently attacked a party of Gorman 
soldiers. The city has one gun.

WHAT THE RUSSIAN GAME IS.
They Have Suspended Work on 

the Rond to Pekin—Want the 
City Destroyed.

T-Ien Tsln, Sept. 13, via Shanghai, Sept. 
15.—The Russians, it Is reported here, are 
rapidly pushing troops into Manchuria, 
where all indications point to extensive 
operations before the arrival of winter. 
They have suspended; work on the railroad 
to Pekin, which adds to the complications. 
It Is believed that tlielr object in this is 
to compel 1 lie other powers to consent to 
the destruction of l’ekin.

The Tulin expedition has returned to 
Tien Tsin. The march back was unop­
posed, and it is reported that the Boxers 
have retired in force to a village 30 miles 
up the grand canal.

Twelve thousand Germans have arrived 
here.

ArtMlery was killed, and his companion

wounded, while attempting to force a pass­
age of the French bridge after dark.

LI is At Taku.
Tien Tsin, Sept. 15, via Shanghai. Sept. 

16.—Mr. William Waodvllle Itockhlll. spe­
cial representative of the'United States in 
China, has left for l’ekin. In an interview 
before leaving he said he did not expect 
to remain there more than a few days.

SAVED BY BENGAL LANCERS.
American» In * Fight With 3000 

Boxers at Mato w—Chinese 
Were Routed.

Tien Tsin, Sept. 15, via Shanghai, Sept. 
j 16.—A British signal officer reports a sharp 

engagement between a company of the 14th 
United States Infantry and 2000 Boxers at 
Motae (Matow), on the road to Pekin. The 
Americans made a gallant stand, and a de­
tachment of the Bengal Lancers, nearby, 
hearing the firing, came to their rescue and 
charged the Boxers In the rear. The Chi­
nese were routed, leaving 200 dead. The 
Americans had no casualties.

The Germans report an engagement with 
a heavy force of Boxers west of Pekin yes­
terday (Thursday). The German loss la 
said to have been 20.

Indications now point strongly to the 
withdrawal of all the powers from Pekin 
to Tien Tsin.

The British have issued an order prohibit­
ing the selling or renting of any building 
within the limits of the British concession.

General Kukushlma Is here arranging 
winter quarters for the Japanese.

The Germans are pouring into Tien Tsin, 
and all nationalities are scrambling for 
buildings.

One British battery and 200 Austrians 
have arrived.

CANNOT OCCUPY PEKIN
Unless the Railroad Con Be Pnt 

Thru Before the Winter

Pekin, Sept. 8, via Shanghai, Sept. 35.— 
It is announced that owing to the impossi­
bility of getting the railroad thru before 
winter sets in, all the Russian forces will 
be withdrawn and will make Tien Tsin tlielr 
headquarters. This is causing speculation 
as to Russia’s policy.

The occupation of Pekin during the win­
ter is practically Impossible for a large 
body of troops, unless railroad connection 
can be established. Some favor leveling 
l’ekin with the ground before retiring to 
Tien Tsin.

RUSSIAN FORCES IN PEKIN
Are Gradually Reins: Withdrawn— 

Total Allied Force There 1» 
70,000 Men.

Pekin, Sept. 10. via Shanghai, Sept. 35.— 
A squadron of the Sixth Cavalry will leave 
here to-morrow to relieve a native Christian 
village, which was attacked by Boxers, 46 
miles southeast of Pekin.

THE OFFICIAL REPORT.
Fixes the Loss of Life at 5000 to 

SOOO People—Ten Thousand Are 
Homeless.

Austin Tbxas, Sept. 15.—Governor Sayers 
last ni gilt received the following official 
report from Mayor Jones of Gal \eston na 
to conditions there:

Galveston, Texas, Sept. 14.—After the 
fullest possible investigation here we feel 
justified in saying to you and thru you to 
the American people that no such < .jaster 
has overtaken any community or sc-Mon in 
the history of our country. The loss or 
life is appalling and can never be accurately 
determined. It Is estimated at 5000 to 
8000 people. There Is not a home in Gal- 
veston that has not been Injured, while 
thousands have been destroyed. The pro­
perty loss represents accumufatlons of 6’) 
years and more millions than can be safely 
stated. Under these conditions, with 10,- 
OOO people homeless and destitute, with the 
entire population under a stress and strain 
difficult to realize, we appeal directly in 
the hour of our groat emergency to the 
sympathy and aid of mankind.

THE EXODUS INCREASING.

News That S.P.R. Will Not Abandon the 
Place Gives Satisfaction.

Galveston, Tex., Sept. 15.—The exodus 
from Galveston grows In numbers ns the 
facilities for getting away from the strick­
en city are increased. Boats leit here to­
day more frequently than on any day since 
tin- ."M>nn, seme proceeding direct to Hous­
ton via hullato Bayou, and othvrs making 
connection at Texas Vit y with the Great 
Northern Railroad trains.

The newts which was printed here this 
morning iu the shape o-f a personal telegram 
from Vice-Président Huntington of the 
Southern Pacific, that that road is not to 
abandon Galveston, has created intense sat­
isfaction and has materially accelerated 
the movement for the speedy reconstruction 
of the city.

Dr. W. H. Blount. State Health Officer, 
to-day printed a statement showing that 
no apprehensions are justified that sick­
ness will result from the overflow just 
experienced.

Several thousand men are at work clear­
ing away the debris on the beach, one 
hundred and fifty bodies were discovered 
In the wreckage and burned yesterday. 
No attempt Is now being made to Identity 
the dead. A New York relief train arrived 
last night with physicians, nurses and a 
large supply of provisions, which were 
distributed bo-day. Every effort is being 
made by the postal authorities to receive 
and distribute mail.

In some quarters of the city to-day tne 
Waterworks Company was serving cus­
tomers on the second storeys.

The British steamer Norna and the 
American steamer Alamo have been floated. 
The British steamer Roma Is in a bad 
way on Deer Island. The British steamer 
Kendall Castle Is hard aground hi shallow 
water at Texas City, and the British steam­
er Hilareus Is still ashore to the eastward 
of Bolivar, but It is thought She can be 
gotten off with comparative e^se. me 
British steamer Taunton is hard ashore at 
Cedar Point, but It is believed she, too, 
can he floated without difficulty.

The Street Railway Company suffered a 
loss of a quarter of a million, and its en­
tire system is torn bo pieces. An effort Is 
to be made temporarily to operate cars 
with mules.

TWENTY-SIX BOAT, ASHORE.
Tremendous Disaster to Flslilnff 

Schooners on the Newfound­
land Coast.

St. John’s Nfld.. Sept. 16.—Seven fish­
ing schooners have gone ashore at Couche, 
on the French Treaty Coast, four at Enlee, 
three at Griquot, five at Croc and seven at 
Qulrpon. Ajl are likely to go to pieces. 
About 40 others have been more or less 
damaged by the storm. Fortunately no 
lives were lost, as all the vessels were 
In port at the time and lho crows escaped.

HOW GILLETTE GOT STARTED.

“When Gillette had graduated from the 
public school and from the high school at 
Hartford,” says Richard Duff in Ains- 
lee’s, “his family wished to send him to 
Yale. But Gillette looked on his future 
differently.

“ ‘I had got the fever to go away from 
home and swim out,’ he said, in alluding 
to this period. T suppose everybody gets 
it some time. Of course I thought I 
should go on the stage, although I did not 
see my way clear'just then. My father 
let me have my way. He liked oratory 
very much and spoke well when he need­
ed to, though he was rather a silent man.

** ‘I remember the day he drove me 
down to the station. He had taken two 
of my brothers on the same errand be­
fore me. One went to California and 
died there. The other was killed in the 
war. “William,” he said, “you’re the 
third son I’ve driven to the train like this. 
The others have never come home. I 
trust you will prove an exception.”

“ T went to St. Louis—just as far a« 
my money would take me—and I got my 
first job because I told the man I didn’t 
want any salary, only the job.’

“That’s the way Mark Twain secured 
his first job as a compositor. It seems 
to be a good way—if you don’t hold the 
job too long. Gillette had this view, and 
he did his best meanwhile to work his 
way behind the scenes. There was no 
opportunity in St. Louis, he soon found, 
and he drifted away till he reached New 
Orleans. After he had persistently an­
noyed the manager of the stock compa­
ny at the St. Charles theater he was al­
lowed to play utility parts and supes, 
The manager saw no way out of it ex­
cept by resigning.

“ ‘My greatest disadvantage in those 
days was my height. I was so tall be­
side the average actor they couldn’t place 
me. I got frightfully discouraged after 
awhile, and I wrote a vaudeville sketch 
for myself in the belief that I would 
have to quit the legitimate. The very 
first part I played was an Indian. It 
was in a play Oliver Doud Byron brought 
to the St. Charles. Two years Inter in 
Cincinnati, when I was in Macauley’i 
stock company, he came there in the 
same play. Some other infernally tali 
man had the Indian then. I chaffed 
Byron about his playing the same old 
part while I had made some progress in 
two years.

“ ‘But directly after I left N°w Or­
leans I came to New York and got. "fore­
man of tire jury” in- John T. Raymond’s 
run of “Colonel Sellers” at the 1’ark the­
ater. The part consisted of the lines, 
“We have” and “Not guilty.” I said 
them a whole season and got $10 a week 
for doing it. At the. same time I wai 
taking a scientific course at the Universi­
ty of New York.’

“The next season Gillette did much 
better. He got the district attorney in 
the Union Square run of ‘Colonel Sel­
lers.’ The part gave him opportunities 
by which he profited. People began tc 
know he was on the stage. After thaï 
he went to the Globe theater in Boston, 
where he played numerous small roles 
and character ‘bits.’ He spent his spart 
time in taking a special course at th< 
Institute of Technology. His next jurat 
was to Macauley’s stock company at Cin­
cinnati, and here after two years ol 
drudgery he got that chance for which 
every actor and actress not yet arrived 
hopes and prays for with every breath 
drawn. It is to have a full house, a fal 
part and to grip both. Every eye in tht 
audience rivets on your expression, move 
and gesture. Every ear is strained tc 
catch your lines. Every line you saj 
takes, and when the scene comes—th« 
great scene that is yours—you hold them 
in your power, fascinated. Then you 
free them to clap, to stamp, to shout, tc 
whistle maniacally, which is their grati­
tude for the anguish you have laid on 
their hearts. Gillette’s moment cam» 
entirely by accident.

“ ‘Maeauley himself played the part,' 
he said, referring to that night, ‘but he 
fell ill, and it was given to me. The play 
was from the French and 1 believe wan 
called “The Mother’s Secret.” The piece 
was being done at the same time at the 
Union Square in New York. The part 
was a good one and just in my line. The 
people seemed to like the way I did it, 
and from the after developments it look­
ed as though I had made my first real 
hit.’

“ ‘Somehow it did not Interest me as 
much as 1 had expected. You see, I had 
Aeen working all that season on my first 
play, “The Professor,” and it was finish­
ed just about the same time. I did not 
try to do anything for the next two years 
except to get “The Professor” put on. 
And I had plenty to do, I assure you. Fi­
nally “The Professor” was produced at 
the Madison Square theater June 1, 1882. 
It ran for six months.’ ”
