BOXERS BEATEN
By East India Troops and Russiar.s--Num- 

ber of Camps Destroyed.

Adam Murray, Ex-Treasurer of 
Middlesex, Died in Chicago 

Yesterday.

Funeral in This City Tomorrow-Sketch of 
His Life and Personality.

Telegrams received in this city yes­
terday brought news of the death at 
Chicago of Adam Murray, ex-treasurer 
of Middlesex county, one of the oldest 
and toest-knoiwn citizens of London, 
and at the (time of his death the old­
est member of the First Presbyterian 
Church of this city. His death oc­
curred at the residence of his son, 
Charles, in Chicago, whither he went 
about a year ..ago, after a residence 
•in London and Westminster township 
of 66 years. Mr. Murray's fatal illness 
extended only over a period of a week 
or ten days, having its origin in a 
slight cold and developing into pneu­
monia, Owing to Mr. Murray’s ad­
vanced age and enfeebled constitution, 
the disease found in him an easy prey.

The funeral .wilil take place tomor­
row morning on arrival of G. T. R.

Berlin, Nov. 12.—The following re­
port, dated Nov. 8, has been received 
here from Field Marshal Count Von 
Waidersee:
