THE CHINESE RUN.

Walimerich attacked and dispersed,
April 23, a far superior force of the
enemy in a strong position east of the
breach of Hae Ho, and effected a junc-
tion on the battlefield with the batta-
lion under Major Muelmann, from
Tsing Ching, which, taking up the
pursuit, overtook the enemy in a fresh
position to the south. This was captur-
ed, and the enemy were pursued as far
as Ka Kuan. Wallermich followed !
them thither.

The enemy suffered severely. Eleven
old and two new quick-firers were cap-
tured. On our side one man was killed
and three were severely wounded and
nine slightly. The enemy are every-
where in retreat.

THE FIGHT FOR THE PASSES.

In carrying the passes leading into
Shan Si Province, the only approaches
were steep mountains tracks, and the
Chinese held commanding positions,
from which they rolled huge rocks
down the mountain sides on the ad-
vancing Germans.

Berlin, April 30.—It is stated by
officials here that the main ‘German
expeditionary force in China is now
withdrawing to its former position,
leaving a garrison at the pass at the
Great Wall. The non-participatioin of
the French in the battle was not due |
to orders received from Paris, but to
their failure to arrive in time.

Further expeditions are not project-
ed, and will depend upon whether the
Chinese make such expeditions neces-
sary.

NINETEEN CHINESE KILLED.

Tien Tsin, April 29.—Nineteen Chin-
ese, it now appears, were killed
through the derailing yesterday morn-
ing of the first train from Pekin to
Tien Tsin, between Lo Fa and Yang
Tsun, through the collapse of a cul-
vert. An American private soldier
named Kennedy was slightly injured.
Communication was restored tonight.

It is_announced from Tokio that
the harbor of Matsumai, capital of the
Island of Vesso, oppesite Vladivostock,
is being transformed into a naval port.

SYNOD OF LONDON
AND HAMILTON.

Rev. E. W. Panton Elected Moderator at the
Meeting in Stratford,

Stratford,” April 29.—The Synod of
London and Hamilton convened at
Knox Church here this evening, with
Rev. Gustavus Munroce, D.D., of Ridge-
town in the chair, and a very good
representation of delegates from the

inciuded Sarnia, London, Bruce, Hur-
on, Maitland, Stratford, Paris, Chat-
ham and Hamilton. Rev. Dr. Mun-
roe preached an elogquent and forceful
Sermon on retiring from the chair,
taking his text from John xvii., 17, 18,
19. The ceremony was a plea for
greater consecration of the officers and
workers of the church. The synod was
afterwards duly constituted, and the
election of a moderator for the ensu-
ing year was taken up. There was but
one nomination, that of Rev. E. W.
Panton, of this city, he being proposed
by Rev. M. Radcliffe, of St. Catharines
and Rev. Dr. Hamilton, of Mother-
well. He was escorted to the chair,
and after a brief address of thanks
by the newly-appointed moderator a
vote of thanks was tendered to the ree
tiring chairman on mction of Rev. Mr.
Radcliffe and Rev. Mr. McMullen, of

Heuse in Committee Favors Sev-

Question of Judges’ Salaries—Imports
From the United States—The Yukon
Telegraph Line.

Ottawa, April 29.—The house today
considered the elections bill and report-
ed it with amendments providing that
the stamp shall be retained and a num-
ber placed on the counterfoil to prevent
substitutions; the resolutions provid-
ing salaries for an increased number of
judges in Quebec, and for the chief
j\lsﬁce of the supreme court in the
Northwest Territories., 7The greater
part of the afternoon was taken up
with private bills. The house rose at
11:40 p.m.

Replying to Mr. Charlton it was stat-
ed by Mr. Paterson that the imports
for consumption from the TUnited
States from July 1, 1900, to April 1,
1901, amounted to $78,702,440, and the
dutiable goods amounted to $37,-
486,380.

Mr. Tarte, replying to Mr. Ganong,
said that the telegraph line from Ben-
nett to Dawson was completed on Sept.
20, and he expected to have the line
from Quesnel to Dawson completed by
July 1; that up to Dec. 31 last 41,816
messages have been sent over such por-
tions of the line as were finished, and
that the revenue amounted to $107,712;
that the average number of messages
per month was 2,631, and the monthly
revenue was $7,302 §7. The cost of the
line so far has been $430,000, and the
total estimated cost is $460,000. The dis-
tances are: From Tagish to Dawson,
518 miles: Tafgish to Atlin, 75 miles,
and Atlin to Ashcroft, probabiy 1,-
250 miles.

AN AWFUL CHARGE

Coroner's Jury “Suspect’” That Charles |

White, of Brantford, Was Poisoned
by His Wife.

Brantford, Ont., 30.—This morning
the coroner’s jury, which has been
holding an inquest upon the body of
Charles White, who died suddenly on
Sunday, April 14, under circumstances
that led to the belief that he had died
from peison, brought in a verdict
finding that ‘““Charles White died from
being poisoned with strychnine, ad-
ministered, the jury suspected, by the
wife of deceased.”

Mrs. White was immediately placed
under arrest by the police on a charge
of murdering her husband, and re-
moved to the county jail, where she
spent the night.

WAS NEARLY
A CENTENARIAN

Death of Mrs. Rebecca Hewitt, Who Lived
Under Five British Sovereigns.

Mrs. Rebecca Hewitt died
city yesterday afternoon, being in her
99th year. She was born in England
in 1803, and had thus lived under the
third and fourth Georges,William IV.,
Victoria and Edward VIIL. She did
not leave the old country until she
had passed her 70th year, but in the

time she lived in London she made
many sincere friends. Some nine

years ago she suffered a paralytic |

stroke, but while she could not stand
afterwards she regained her faculties
in a remarkable degree. Her memory
of events that made history early in
the last century was remarkably
clear. Mrs. Hewitt was the mother of
Mrs. F. Keene, of this city, and be-
fore her death she saw five genera-
tions of her decendants. One son also,
Rev. William Hewitt, of North On-
tario, survives her.
