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Superfluous Oratory.
Citizens of London who take the
trouble to watch the proceedings of
the City Council will sometimes be in-
clined to wonder how that body can
spend a couple of hours in session,
while going through only a very routine

order of business. If a few men, not

aldermen, sat down under ordinary cir-
cumstances to do the same amount of
work, they would get through it inside
of half an hour. There seems no good
reason why that should not be the case
There will be oc-
casions when some new or very im-
portant matter is up for consideration,

requiring a cautious weighing of the
arguments on all phases of the ques-
tion, and when, therefore, there must
be considerable delay before a conclu-
sion is reached. But these are excep-
tional cases. All business is first gone
over in some committee; the proceed-
ings of the committee are published in
the newspapers; aldermen not on the
committee have ample opportunity to
make themselves acquainted with the
facts in the case, to a greater or less
degree. When they meet in council
they ought to be prepared to act.

But they are not. Let anyone spend
an evening in the city hall while the
counecil is in session, and he can easily
see why there is so much delay. Some
of the aldermen have to get up and
talk about nearly every subject; they
have to tell why they support, or why
they oppose, every proposition; and
they have to tell it three or four times
over. Honesty compels an outside ob-
server to say that there is usually more
declamation than argument; and that
the more extended the discussion, the
less light is thrown on the subject. And
it is very doubtful if discussion often
changes votes. Generally, the alderman
knows how he is going to vote when
the matter comes up; and no amount
of talk is going to change his mind.

Then why so much talk?

It does seem as though there is a
great surplus of oratory. What is it
for? We presume that some aldermen
have what pathologists call a cacoethes
loquéndi—a mental disease which is
characterized by an intense desire to
talk. - They talk because they can't

- it.
he(l)pzhers talk because they want their
constituents to know . that they fire
doing something. Those are the kind
of people who always want to move
or second motions, and feel very sore
if some one gets ahead of them. They
have a sort of itch for notoriety—not
an uncommon affection among those
who aspire to be public men. Others
again talk because they want to im-
press themselves upon the attention of
some particular class of voters, or for
that matter of all voters whose sup-
port can be secured by any means.
They are not talking for their fellow-
aldermen, but for outsiders. They be-
long to the class represented by a
certain politician who said he was
waiting with his ear to the ground; he
wanted to catch the public sentiment,
and put himself in line with it. These
people are always watching. They
want to find what is popular in order
to know what their own views, or at
least, their words, should be. They
are always very anxious to have the
veas and nays recorded, so that some-
body shall see just how they voted.
They flatter themselves that they are
the special guardians of the city's in-
terests, and they want the citizens to
see how active they are. And they
also flatter themselves that the citi-
zens are sitting up nights watching the
devotion to duty of these brave de-
fenders.

After all, what does it amount to?
The efforts of the self-conscious alder-
man are usually wasted. It is an un-
fortunate fact that of the 10,00¢ elec-
tors who can vote in this city, a very
small section pay any atention to what
the council may do; and must less to
what the individual alderman may do.
If they learn anything of what some
alderman has said or done, they forget

in a council as well.

it in a day or less. It is to be regretted |

that there is so much public indiffer-
ence to the conduct of aldermen. But
when we see that the men who take
opposite sides on questions before the

council, on going back for re-election |

stand equally well with the public;
when we often see the alderman who
makes a fool of himself, poll as many
votes as the one who acts wisely and
well; we are forced to the conclusion

- that the general public does not bother |

itself a great deal about aldermanic
conduct.

We have used the city eouncil for an
illustration, ‘but the same condition of
affairs applies to all representative
bodies. In parliaments, every member
who can speak has to make his little
speech. Though in these bodies
speeches have even less effect than .

municipal councils, because the meni- |
bers vote according to their political |

associations. It would pay the country
better if most of them could be per-
mitted to leave a proxy with their
leader, and then go home and attend
to their own business. Take the dis-
cussion on any important question,
and after two or three speeches from
the leading men of both sides, the bai-
ance is superfluous oratory, which a
long-suffering public might well be
spared. A few men in these bodies do
the work; and the workers are not
always the talkers. It is no unusual
thing to find a member of parliament
recognized by his colleagues as one of
the most useful and .influential men

in the house, whose voice. is:.mever
heard in debate. His work is done,
and his influence felt, in committees,
where all the legislation is shaped. 1t
is perhaps even more noticeable in

say . the least; not because they are
unable to talk, but because they prefer
to do the city’s business to the best of
their ability, without making any fuss
about it.  Pity there were not more oi
this class.

However, it is no use worrying
about it. The talker is8 with us, and
he is with us to stay. All things have
their use, it is said, and we supposa
the superfluous orator has his, though
what it is we confess we never could
discover.

The Bank of Commerce has had a
phenomenal growth, and with its latest
acquisition will have 101 branches,
stretching from Victoria in the west to
Sydney, C. B., in the east, and from
Dawson in the north to San Francisco
in the south. It has its own offices in
New York, Portland (Oregon), Seattle

Chief Williams Describes the
Letters He Often Gets From
Swindlers.

Chief Williams was handed today
a letter which had been received
by a business man of this city a few
days ago, and which goes to show that
the green goods men are still doing

business, and are evidently finding peo- |-

ple who will bite at their offers, which
appear to those ignorant of the true
facts, and who are not_scrupulous, as
tempting. e =4 =
The chief says that the number of:
letters’ which fal  into” his” hands- i
surprisingly large. The one that he
showed an Advertiser reporter ' ‘this

morning, when asked as to whether
people still were found who believed
they could make money with counter-
feits, was a sample of what is sent to
every prospective customer. It begins
by saying that the dealer is the pos-
sessor of a ‘“‘good thing,” by which the
recipient can become independently
rich, if directions are followed. It goes
on to say: ‘“There’s no reason why you
should be a slave and toil all of your
life for nothing. The opportunity is
here for you to ‘switch off’ from pov-
erty and benefit ycurself in a sub-
stantial way. Don’t be foolish enough
to let conscientious scruples interfere
with your aim in life. Few men ever
attain riches honestly. Others have
grown rich around you (no one knows
how), why not you? A hint to the
wise is sufficient. You will see from
the sketeh that my goods are not what
the law can class as. real counterfeits,
inasmuch as they were printed from
genuine plates and can be easily pass-
ed in your section of the country with
impunity.” :

The letter says, too, that he will deal
only with customers ‘“face to face,”
and for this reason asks that arrange-
ments be made to have the prospect-
ive buyer go to the place where he will
state. The prices are quoted as follows:

$300 gets $3,000, $400 gets $5,000, and so !

on up to $2,000, which gets $50,000.

Some important -conditions are im-
posed upon customers, if they wish
to deal with this gentleman of the green
goods. The first is. “Don’t, as long as
you ever live, ever write a letter to
me until I give you permission.” Sec-
ond, “Tf you wish to come on here and
see me, send the following telegram.
si.mply saying, ‘Send instructions,’ and
Sign your name, as per password and
number.”

The lgtter then states that arrange-
ments can be made for them to meet,

{ and make- his selection.

The password is a name and a num-
ber given on a different inclosure. In
the case which the chief showed to The
Advertiser this morning the password
and number which the London man re-
ceived was ‘“Hound, 166.” In this in-
closure the customer oOr prospective
one is again cautioned to merely send
a telegram asking for instructions, and

party to refuse to give name to the
telegraph mpany if asked,

The proceedings-that follow were de«
scribed by Chief Willlams, for the deal-
er scarcely tells of ‘what a swindle the
whole thing’ is. It is the old story of the
green- goods man, and the easy vietim,
and even in these days of ‘wide-awak-
edness there  seems’ to be the neces-
sity- for perjodical warnings. ‘The “in-
structions’’ ' that would follaw, ‘which
the -customer would ask for if; he were
going to bite, would be to go to a cer-
tain - place, generally Néw York, and
then the customer could see for him-
self what the deal was. The hope of
making money easily leads many to go
on, and they find the green goods man
a most affable fellow. If he sizes up
his man as a good one he shows him
genuine bank notes, for nothing in the
counterfeit line is kept. He not only
shows the victim the good notes, but
he gives a five-dollar note and asks
him to go out and see if he cannot
pass it. The victim goes out and, of
course, he finds it is taken very read-
ily as good ' legal tender, for such it
really is. A purchase follows, and the
package is done up, and then the deal-
er tells his man how necessary it is
to watch how he conducts his business,
and how he must have the goods ex-
pressed to him. This is agreed to, and
when the customer gets his package
from  ‘the express company he
finds that the “‘square” man who sold

him the goods has put in the package,
i possibly a brick or some such valuable
article, while the victim is left to
dream of the money that he thought he
| was going to have.
} “These sharks,” said the chief, “get
the names from directories and only
send letters like this to two or three at
one time in the same town or city. We
sometimes have complaints made as to
men being bitten, but little can be done
and it serves a man right who is vic-
timized in an attempt to do a dishonest
act. It is very often, however, that we
have letters, such as this handed to us
by men who, of course, wou'd not think
of ‘engaging in such business, but who
have received such ecommunications and
who think it their duty to give them
over to the police. At the same time,
though, it is to be regrettec that there
are any people whe are so ignorant and
foolish as to be misled and thus de-
prived of money with which they could
do. so much more good.”

New York, March 7.—The latest thing
in the way of a community of inter-
| ests, is a sailors’ boarding house trust,
| the immediate outcome of which is a
practical blockade of deep water sail-
ing ships in this port.

According to an employe of the Brit-
ish’ consulate shipping office, the pro-
prietors of sailors’ boarding houses
have made an agreement to exact $15
bonus for every seaman they furnish
to deep water sailing craft, over and
i above the sailors’ advance money al-
lowed them by law to cover their board
bills. So completely under the control
of these proprietors is the average sea-
man that it is impossible to obtain a
crew from any other source.

As a result of this, the British bark
Iverna, bound for Shanghai, is unable
1 to leave her dock at Bayonne. She is
‘Ithe largest bark in port, and to com-
plete her crew needs 11 able seamen,
| 4 ordinary seaman, a cook and car-
penter. Her captain, however, refused
| to pay the bonus of $15 a man.

The boarding house proprietors,
headed by Dumphy and Harmon, lead-
ers of th= new trust, were out in force
all day yesterday at the British con-
sulate shipping office, 3 State street.
Although a crowd of seamen were also
present, anxious to ship, their posses-
sions were held at the boarding houses
and the proprietors refused to allow
them to ship.

When Captain Holder cabled
owners in Liverpool yesterday,
replied “Don't you pay it.”

Later the captain visited the New
Seaman’s Home, 52 Water street, but
could not obtain a crew as one had
been supplied to the bark Criffel the
A trip to The Home, 19
Cherry street, was equally fruitless.

This custom of demanding a bonus,
it seems, dates back a long time. Of
recent years, however, the boarding
house proprietors have been cutting
one another’s troats so that the bonus
