BASEBALL.

PROPOSED NEW LEAGUE,

Toronto, Nov. 4. — At a meeting of
the directors of the Toronto Basebhll
Club, held last night, to wind up the
affairs eof the 1902 season, Retiring
President Ed Mack propounded a
scheme for a Canadian professional
league, to be composed of two circuits,
embracing four cities east of Tommo
and four cities west of this place, in-
cluding London, all the players to be
Canadian, who have resided in Can-
ada for a year at least previous to the
opening of the season.

Mr. Mack stated that it was the
intention to apply for admission to the
National Association of Minor Leagues,
so as to get protection for the players,
and to have games every day in the
week to keep the players out of mis-
chief. Mr. Mack proposed that the
Toronto Club waive the right to the
territory, and allow the new league
to put a team in here when the East- | -
ern Leaguers were away from home.

This proposal was opposed by Direc-
tors Applegath, Soole and Alexander,
who will likely be most concerned in
the management of the Toronto Club
for the next year. They said it would
have a tendency to kill the game in
Toronto. They were unanimous in
their decision not to allow any club
put the Eastern League in their ter-
ritory, and that settled that part of
the proposition for good and all.

Outside of this phrase of the ques-
tion Mr. Mack's confreres gave the
scheme an unqualified approval. They
thought it would be a splendil thing
for the development of the bhaseball
talent that is lying loese around this
country. Mr. Mack may go on with
the project, leaving a Toronto team
out of the question entirely, and an
organization meeting in the near fu-
ture is likely.
