The statement shows advancement 
in every branch. During the year the 
board paid $4,000 off the indebtedness, 
in addition to paying all current ex­
penses. A balance of nearly $000 is 
carried forward to 1911.

The value of church property held 
by the Roman Catholic denomination 
in London is placed at $177.000, of 
which St. Peter’s Cathedral is valued 
at $100,000 for building, and $31.000 for 
the land; St. Mary’s Church is placed 
at $45,000, and St. Martin’s (now be­
ing built), at $1,000.

There are six Separate schools in 
London, the property value being 
placed the $78,500. The hospitals and 
charities are fixed at $161,000, the Sac- 
red Heart Academy at $134,000, and St.
