this year Dollar Day may be re­
garded as a firm guarantee to the 
shopping public of the city that 
London possesses, in its retailers, 
some of the most alert, up-to-the 
minute merchants in the country, 
merchants who are really alive and 
abreast of the times, and Dollar 
Day should really point this out, 
and impress it as a fact into the 
confidence of the buying public of 
the community.

Seldom does the general public 
grasp the significance of the posi­
tion that real wide-awake store 
owners play in the progress of a 
city or town. It is the stores and 
their owners in London who. ac­
tually, by a lackadaisical slackness 
that leads to trade stagnation, or by 
a willingness to keep up the con­
sumer’s end of commerce, settle the 
rate progress of a city. Dollar Day 
is an effort at progress or business 
stimulation, which is the same 
thing.

The business-like young man 
turned his attention to the next cus­
tomer in line, and proceeded to sell 
two bunches of strawberry rhubarb 
for 25 cents, the very best kind of 
rhubarb to buy to get good results 
in cooking, he assured.

Talking of rhubarb reminds 
that something was to be said this 
week about the cooking. The wo­
man who always has it as soon as it 
appears in the winter on the market 
or in shops, washes the stalks and 
cuts them into desired lengths with­
out removing the peel. She puts 
them in an aluminum saucepan 
with just enough water to keep the 
rhubarb from sticking. She likes the 
rhubarb sweet, so she uses a whole 
cup of sugar to a bunch. That is a 
matter of taste, she says. In any case 
she pours sugar right over the rhu­
barb and boils it quickly, watching, 
of course, that it does not burn. The 
rhubarb comes off the fire rosy red 
and tempting, with clear, rich syrup 
and each piece intact.

“It only takes a few minutes, 
scarcely more than boiling up once,” 
she says. “It must be cooked 
through, but a minute too long will 
cause it to fall to pieces.”

Now. if you would have rhubarb 
fit to grace any table, try this method 
of cooking, and avoid the “mushy," 
uncertain colored “sauce” that rhu­
barb has a habit of turning out, even 
in the hands of very capable cooks.
