As was chronicled in the report of the
proceedings at the council meeting, the
letter was received and referred to the
city solicitor for report as to whether
the city should hand over the building
as requested. Some of the aldermen
are’ of the opinion that it can be shown
that the Railway Company has violated
the ‘terms of its agreement with the
city, particularly in Tespect to the pro-
visions of 'Clause 23 of the “Vietoria
Terminal Railway Bylaw, 1900, which
reads .as follows:

+ The company shall, before entering into!
a contract for the construction of the said!

car ferr ,cause public advertisement to be
made in-the city of Victoria and shall pro-
vide for the inspection of the plans and
specifications and take such other steps
as are reasopably necessary to allow the
shipbuilders or others of the city of Vietor-
ia to make offers to the company for the
construction of the said work, it being in-
tended by this agreement that other things
being equal and all conditions being as
favorable to the interests of the (ity of
Victoria, and all other things being equal
and ail conditions being as tavorable to the
interests. of the company, the company
shall purchase its supplies for the construc-
tion and maintenance of the said road and
ferry in the city of Victoria.

It will be observed from the letter
forwarded by Messrs. Fell & Gregory,
notifying the council that, the market
building is required, that a list of the
tenants occupying the building is asked
for, and that the statement is made *It
is_probable . that.the company, will be
willing to continue the arrangement
with some, if not all, of the. present
monthly tenants.” Some doubt exists
in the minds of the aldermen as to
whether the Dbylaw gives the right to
the company to covenant with tenants
for the lease of busiress premises. The
city solicitor. will be required to en-
lighten the council upon this point.

Alderman (Stewart raised an interest-
ipg point, “What is to be donme with
the- fire department?”’ -Clause 195 pro-
vides that ‘“The corporation.shall aleo

The various clauses in the bylaw un-
der which the Railway Company are in
a position to ask for the control of the
whole of the market building, are as
follows:

17. The corporation eshall also acquire
the necessary legislative power in this be-
Lalf, and shall execute to the company a
lease to be settled by the soiicitor of the
corporation, for the term of 25 years, at &
rental of $100 a year, of the premises
known as the Market Building, and being
further described as: All those pieces or
parcels of land situate, lying and being in
the city of Victoria, in the province of
British ‘Columbia, and more particularly
known as lots 586. 587, 588, 504, 595, 596,
597, 598 and the West half of Lot 589, ac-
cording to the official map or plan of the
city of Victoria, filed in the Land Registry
Office at Vietoria.

The said lease shall contain covenants
on the part of the company to keep the said
Market Building insured in the sum of not
less than $25,000, during the whole of the
said term, and shall also contain an option
in favor of the company, at the expiration
| of the said term, to lease the same prem-
| ises from the corporation for a further term
‘of 25 years at a rental to be then agreed
upon between the company and the Mayor
and Council for the time being in office:

19. The corporation shall also have the
privilege of deducting from the first pay-
ment of the bonus hereinafter provided for,
the sum of $7,500.00, for transferring to
and establishing in other quarters the fire
department and other property of the city,
now in or about the said Market premises.

20. If at any time hereafter the Esqui-
malt ‘& Nanaimo Railway company shall
be desirous of using the sald Market Build-
ing as a Union statfon with the company,
they shall have the right to do so during
the term and subject to the conditiong of
the sald lease upon paying a reasonable
sum for the necessary alterations in the
position of tracks and the- arrangement of
the building for that purpose, and if the
company shall be unable to agree with the
Esquimalt & Nanalmo Railway company,
as to any or all of the said matters, or as
to the amount of space or the position of
the mecessary offices of the Esquimalt &
Nanaimo Railway company in the building,
then all questions in difference between the
sald companies shall be referred to arbi-
tration.
