“That a portion of every coal area

- hereafter to be disposed of should be re-

served from sale or lease, so that state-
wwned mines may be easily accessible, it
their operation becomes necessary or ad-
wvisable.” ;

And whereas, the present Conserva-
tive government appealed to the elector-
ate of British Columbia at the last gen-
eral election for support on account of
the policy outlined in the platform before
mentioned; and

Mr. Wright, who on a previous day
had moved the adjournment of the de-

bate on an amendment proposed by Mr. |

Hall, said he had no observations to
make except that the bill was, in his es-
timation, in the public interests, and that
he intended to support it.

Mr. Hall’s amendment| provided that
section 3 of the Coal Mines Regulation
Act' Amendment Act, 1903, is hereby re-
pealed and the following is substituted
therefor: -

3. “Bank,” for the purposes of this
act, shall mean the surface entrance to a
mine, except in the case of a vertical
-shaft, when it shall mean the foot.of
.the shaft. .

Mr. Hawthornthwaite opposed the am-
endment. He claimed that it was in-
spired by the coal barons of the province
in order to destroy the bill. In jnstifi-
cation for the measure he repeated his
argument that conditions had altered
Since last year. The mines had changed
thands and the management of Mr. Rob-
ins had been succeeded by that of an or-
«dinary thin-lipped labor skinner. He
argued that pressure had been exerted to
<compel the miners to conform to yviews
contrary to the position taken by him in
the House, but that the miners had
passed a resolution in effect that they
wanted an eight hour day from bank to
bank and nothing else. The contrary

. view was supported by certain mer-

chants, members of the Nanaimo board
of trade, who were doing business with
the miners at a large profit. He denied
thhat Mr. Dunsmuir had ever signed a
telegram that his mines would be elosed
down, if this bill passed the House. He
‘was not such a fool as long as he could
put millions in his pocket as he had
«done before by working them. The Isl-
-and mines were behind the times in the
7matter of equipment for conveying men
up and down the shaft. If they were
‘properly equipped the loss of time trans-
‘ferring the shifts would be inconsider-
:able. The record of ]zes lost in the coal
‘mines of British Coluhbia was a bloody
vone: The loss of life had been very
‘great. It was no wender, he thought,
‘that Mr. Dunsmuir was unhappy in the
possesgion of the wealth which he had
sacquired.

GERMANY DID NOT KNOW.

Anglo-French Agreement - Was. Not
Communicated to Kaiser.

London, April 6-—Earl Percy, unde:
secretary of foreign affairs, informead
questioners in the House of Commons
today that the Anglo-French agreement
of April 8, 1904, was never officially
communicated to Germany, nor had any
communications on the subject passed
between Great Britain and Germany
except in reference to the Hedivial de-
cree (dealing with- the Egyptian part
of the agreement). The Sultan of Mo-
rocco, said Earl Percy, was not a
party to the Anglo-French declaration
which was an independent arrangement
‘between Great Britain and France for
1 dealing with their respective interests
in Morocco.  Asked if Ge: y's treaty
with Morocco secured for her special
+commercial rights and privileges, Earl
| Percy said the German-Moroccan
treaties of 1890 were analogous to the
! Anglo-Moroccan treaties of 1856.

He was,
met outside the city by President Lou-
bet, who held a private conversation
with His Majesty, lasting nearly an
hour.

Beyond this pri-
vate conversation King Edward con-
fined himself to the usual public ex-
pression of* -will.

President Loubet joined the royal
train at Pierrefitte station, where, sur-
rounded by distinguished officials of
both governments, the two rulers ex-
changed greetings. The King conduct-
ed President Loubet to his private car,
'where conversation continued until the
Lyons railway station was reached.
OQutside the station the crowd was held
back by cordons of police. During the
half Wour at the station King Edward
continued tp talk with President Lou-
bet and held an extended conference
with the British ambassador to France,
Sir Francis L Berti.

King BEdward left Paris at 7:10
o'clock for Marseilles, where he will
join; Queen Alexandra on board the
royal yacht Vietoria and Albert. °

Semi-Official Announcement

and President” Loubet says: “It is
natural to suppose the conversation be-f
tween the King and the President led:
to an exchange of views upon all dip-
lomatic questions of the day; but as
neither divulged the confidences, it is
necessary to receivé with reserve the'
more or less ingenious versions which !
will be placed in circulation. Judging,
however; from external appearances, |
one cannot but remark that the meet- |
ing today was marked not only by less
reserve than that of last year, but not-
ably by the greater freedom of the con-
fidences exchanged.”

Gala Crowds Welcome King Victor
Emmanuel as a Visitor.
Naples, April 6.—King Victor Em-

manuel arrived here today from Rome,
accompanied by Foreign Minister Tit-

meet Emperor William. The harbor
presented a magnificent spectacle. A
squadron anchored around the imper-
ial craft was crowded with. thousands
of spectators. The royal launch ap-
proached the Hohenzollern amidst
booming of cannon and with the: sail-
ors cheering the Germans. It was re-
ported later that Emperor William and
King Victor Emmanuel _conversed
lengthily about the international cham-
ber of agriculture planned by the lat-
ter, who had previously been openly
congratulated on the subhject by all the
European sovereigns with the exception
of Emperor William.

A gala dinner was glven at the royal

avilion tonight in honor of Emperos

illiam. King Victor Emmanuel, toast-
ing the German Emperor, recalled the
recent preseénce in Italy of two wof the
German princes, and said that om their
arrival the Queen and he had been glag
to meet and welcome them. ‘“These,’
said the King, “are reciprocal beuds of
intimgte affection, which for two allied
peopl® are pledges of peace and a pres-
perous future.”

Emperor William answered in Ger-
man. He thanked the King for the rec-
ognition given the Empress of Germany
and Princes Eitel and Oscar and contin-
ned: “The triple alliance is a sure and
solid pledge of peace. TUnder its protec-
tion our people, allied, march happily to-
wards a future of constant progress,
firmly trusting to the loyal alliance and
intimate friendship of Italy and her au-
gust sovereigm.”

Programme of Russian Anarchists Con-
tains Familiar Phrases.

Moscow, April 6.—The central com-
mittee of the social revolutionary party
has drawn up a document containing the
main points of its programmé, and of
this hundreds of thousands of copies are
being priuted for circulation in all parts
of European Russia. The first. and
main point of the programme is the es-
tablishment of a democratic republic on
the ruins of the autocracy, and besides
the usual points of social democratic doc-
trine it ‘includes many arguments, espe-
cially directed to Russian conditions and
designed to appeal to the self-interest of
the Russian proletariat, both agricultural
and industrial.

+ The document closes with a warning
to industrials against ‘“state socialism,”
which it declares to be a system of half
' measures, deluding workers, concertrat-
ing industries and commerce in the hands
of the governing bureaucracy, and urg-
ing the summoning of a constituent as-
sembly, wherein it proposes to conduect
the campaign for the dissolution of the
.autocratic regime and the transforma-
tion of the existing orders.

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MORMON CHURCH APOSTLES.

Conference of Latter Day Saints Dis-
closes Schism.

Salt Lake, Utah, April 6.—Joseph F.
Smith was today sustained as prophet,
seer and revelator of the Mormon church
by unanimous vote of the members at
the epening session of the seventy-fifth
annual conference. When a vote was
taken to sustain the twelve apostles,
two hands were raised in dissent. One
of the dissenters rose to explain his vote,
but was not permitted to speak. Presi-
dent Smith merely said that he could
present his objections to the proper au-
thorities. This incident created excite-
ment. The members who dissented af-
terwards said that they desired to pro-
test against sustaining such officers of
the church as live in polygamy.

Among the apostles sustained were
apostles Taylor and Cowley. In his tes-
timony before the senate investigating
committee at Washington, Semator
Smoot said that an- investigation was
being made by the church into the char-
ges that these two apostles had taken
polygamous wives since the manitesto,
and that if the charges were proved he
would not vote to sustain Taylor and
Cowley.
