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Canada In New York.

Since the memorsble recognition of
dominion independence implied in the
reception of our smbassador in London,
under the official style and title of ‘‘high
eemmissioner,” the newspaper heading of
“*Canada in Eogland” has become quite
gamiliar to us, It appeara that the pexs
new device—we can hardly call it a strange
one—is to be “Canads in New York.”
They have formed s Canadian club there,
and its opening was appropriately celebrat-
od by a dinner on the evening of Dominion
day. The club has secured a fine suite of
rooms in the new building, No. 3 Wash-
ington square, and has now both a local
habitation and a name. The leading part
was taken by Mr. Frastus Wiman, the
president, and a copy of his speech on thag
ocoasion has reached us,  Let us go over
some of his most salient points in brief
review,

He states the olub’s reason for existence
—the fact that there are mow somesix
thousand Canadiaus in New York, a very
1arge proportion of them almost unknowa
%0 each other. The call for a preliminary
meeting brought out a surprisingly large
attendance, and, says Mr, Wiman, sur’
prisingly representative in character too.
Thece was respestability, capacity, and
all that, certainly a very good begin-
ping. At the subsequent meatings
there was earnestness and enthusiasm
g0 & degree, He lays it down that
the Canadians in New York are
workers ; that they are there for the
avowed purpose of making a living, perhaps
e fortune, and becoming reputable citi®
gens of the great commercial metropolis
which so heartily welcomes them, On
eeoniomy, good habits, sobriety, and intel.
Hgenoe their success in this endeavor must
depend. With a view to diffusion of
Denefit, the expenses of the club are made
ea light as possible—§5 initiation fee, and
afterwards $10 annually. Besides various
material attractions of a cheerful and
harmless kind, the club offers good Cana-
dian company, a thing to be appreciated
by Canadians abroad, snd, above all, a
sympathetic and gordial spirit pervading
thé whole. These should go far to relieve
She solitude of the great city, the isolation
of strangers, the blank dead wall of utter
indifference, s0 frequently and so feelingly
experienced by sojourners away d{rom
ssthe old folks at home.,” Good books,
good newspapers, innocent games, and
good companionship, and all free from
vice or the temptation te it—these the
olub affords to its members, He finds
Canadians in important positions on New
York journals; while Canadian banks and
their representatives stand high in Wall
street. And then he adds the important
Btatement tha$, among all the Canadians

in positions of trust in New York, not a.

single case of embezzlement or forfeiture of
Confidence has occurred, This, we must
®ay, is something to remark upon; let us

" hope that it will be long ere any Canadian
spoils the wecord, so honorable to our
eountry.

Mr., Wiman makes warm acknowledg
ment of the kind words of encouragemeng
with which the New York press and lead_
ing native citizens have greeted the forma_
tion of the Canadian club. He suggests
that the walls of the main room be
decorated with pictures of Canadian
scenery, by Canadian artists; and he would
even add to the clubs’s treasures sketches,
embroidery and fancy work, “from the
nimble fingers and aréistic skill of our
Canadian sisters.,” In his peroration,
which is evidently the ‘‘business end” of
his speech, he talks in graver strain, and
here we must let him give his own views
in his own words:

Side by side with this glerious republic,
Canada is working out the noble problem of
self-government. The marvelous success
which in the southern part of this vast con-
tinent, has attended the government of the
people, for the people, by the people, is not
more marked than is the success which, in
the regions of the north, attends the pursuit
of liberty, law, and equality by the people,
under a different form of government, but
withresults equally beneficent. It ig quite
the common thing to believe that in the
United States alone is being demonstrated the
?onubmt of self-government in its highest
orm, and that the experiment, the scale of
which it is our good fortune to witness,
of a vast nation self rogulated. self-

oised, and, with good reason, self-oonfl-

ent, is the only experiment where unqualified
success is achieved., It is quite common to
believe that no well-regulated country can
put up with the trappings of royalty, and that
monarchies and other ind cations of effete
despotisms must disappear in a free country
before a free people who can assert their own
Emgreﬂeand their own freedom. But in our

eloved Can da the syectacle is presenited gf
a progre sive and self-reliart people, enjoying
the lar. est degree of libcrt® with a voice in
the government just as potent as in this
country,and yet who yield a hearty all giance
to a form of government as old as
the monarchy of England itself, and
against which it was thought essential
that the fathers of thia country should make
their great dec ar tion of independencge. It is
true that the influences of that de.laration
upen all nation« of the world have been be-
youd all calculation, and that the freedom of
Canada from interference by England snd
the libo'a’ iv with which by the home gov-
ernment -he has been treated, are directly
irpceable to the influenc s st in motio: by

Scott aot elections, would perhaps be less
paralyzed by fesr of the probibitionists
than they apparently are.

The most ho measure that can be
adopted probably is a .system of two
