“There are two fashions very largely, 
almost universally, affected by English­
women just now that I don’t think will 
be copied over hero, even by the most 
pronounced faddist, 1 remarked a wo­
man just back from a long stay in Eng­
land. “They are the chignon and the 
walking cane.

“The fashionable coiffure is hideous, 
nay, revolting, and I nm sorry to sav it 
is Affected by about eight in ten Eng­
lish women. It is simply a return to the 
most extreme style of too old chignon, 
an immense wad of hair, or imitation 
of one, stuck straight out from the back 
of the head. In its, extreme develop­
ment it Is often fully as large as the 
head which it disfigures. Sometimes 
you see a woman who alms to be ultra- 
fashionable wearing two of these mon­
strosities, one atop of the other, and 
maybe a little sailor hat perched atop 
of tne wad, but not covering her head 
at all. The only improvement over the 
old chignon is that the present one is a 
hair-covered wire frame instead of a 
swab of hair. The vulgar people call it 
a ‘bun.’ In a trip around the Conti­
nent I didn't see a single bun, except 
on traveling Englishwomen. It is pure­
ly English; and likely to remain so.

“The inevitable accompaniment of 
the qhlgmon is the walking cane, and it 
was to me the oddest thing in the world 
when I arrived at England in the spring 
to see every woman walking with a 
regular man’s cane. The heavy fash­
ionables carry heavy canes, just as our 
iChollies' do. -I travelled all round Eng­
land, to all the big 
tollable watering places, and every­
where the cane was most conspicuous.

“But there's a reason for the cane, 
and, absurd as it is, it’s a point for the 
cane above the chignon, for the latter is 
without any excuse whatever. Queen 
Victoria is compelled to use a walking 
cane whenever she moves about, and it 
is in compliment to her Majesty, or from 

y aping of royalty, which you like, 
the English woman carries a cane. 

You remember, of course, the ‘Alex­
andra limp.’ which nearly every English 
woman affected some ‘years ago, and 
which had its origin in a lameness of 
the Princess of Wales. It is in just 
such ways that many of the fashionable 
absurdities of Europe originate. But 
Heaven for fend us "from the chignon 
and the cane. ’’—New York Sun.

we have had in recent years, 
of the promises of the association it 
looks as it ,we are destined to have again 
the same old mediocre council. Our 
representatives will be men who like to 
bear themselves talk, who imagine that 
fluency of gab is the great aldermanic 
requisite. What is rather wanted is 
men who do not make a profession of 
talking, but who bring into play good 
judgment in the decision ol the matters 
brought before them.

What we especially should aim at in 
reforming the council is to get rid oi 
the itch for talking, and substitute an 
ability to transact business. Instead of 
being a chamber where men air their 
eloquence, the council should be like a 
board of directors who talk over mat­
ters in a businesslike way, and decide 
•very question that comes before them 
on its merits as a matter of business, 
and without any reference whatever to 
the effect that their actions may have 
either upon the listeners in the audi­
ence chamber or upon the citizens at 
large.

For several years back there has been a 
movement to get a business man’s coun­
cil, but so far no success has been 
achieved in that direction. If ever an 
opportunity presented itself for electing 
each a council, that opportunity is 
With us to-day. We venture to say that 
four-fifths of the citizens would approve 
of a council composed of twenty-four of 
the lneu mentioned in “Citizen’s” letter. 
The opportunity presented to-day may 
never occur again, if the city is ever 
to bo blessed, with a council in which the 
people will have confidence, action must 
be taken immediately. The XVorld earn­
estly hopes that “Citizen’s” letter will 
have the effect of causing our leading 
citizens to reflect earnestly upon the 
situation. We trust that some of those 
mentioned in his list or that he himself 
will issue an invitation to every one of 
these gentlemen to assemble at some 
point to-day or on Monday, for tha pur­
pose of selecting a sufficient number of 
names to form a new council. One year’s 
government of the city by men of this 
stamp would have a wondrerfol effect in 
Restoring that confidence which is now 
SO sadly wanting in the administration 
of the affairs of the city.

Giza Museum perhaps the mos. ...» b- ■ 
able are two squads of soldiers lion, 
sixth dynasty tomb at Assiut, which 
have been found since last winter.

squad consists of 40 figures, 
fixed to a wooden board in rows of tour 
and ihown in the act of marching. 
The first one is composed of men of a 
brown complexion, presumably Egyp­
tians, with thick heads of hair fastened 
back with the usual band, which is tied 
behind. The figures are of wood, and 
are about 18 inches high, the whole 
squad being well sized, and 
few men below the general 
They are clad in a loin cloth, white or 
yellowish in color, reaching rather 
more than half way to the knee, while 
their equipment consists of spear and 
shield. The spears are about the 
height of the men themselves, and are 
carried vertically, with the butts at the 
level of the knee. The heads are of 
bronze, and make up about one-sixth 
of the total length of the spear, be­
coming very broad where they meat 
the shaft, like the large spears of the 
Baggara Arabs of to-day. The shields, 
which are about eight inches from top 
to bottom have a square base, and come 
to a point at the top. Inside there is a 
wooden batten across them at the part 
where the shH',° begins to narrow which 
serves to ca»- by. All the shields 
are peinte*’ h rude splotches Ot color 
or Irregular mottling, while some dhow 
a zigzag pattern of lines, or even diag­
onal bands, almost calling to mind the 
bars of heraldic shields, but so far as the 
position of the soldiers bearing these 
in the squad goes nothing tends to 
show that they had any distinguishing 
value. jra

The second squad are -skinned 
and their hair similiarly ■Bsed and 
tied back, while their clotlBng consists 
of n very scantv loin cloth of a red or 
yellow color, and some few also wear 
necklaces and armlets. They are arm­
ed with bows and arrows onlv, each 
man carrying four arrows in his right 
hand and a bow fn his left. These ar­
rows are tipped with flint, which is shap­
ed to a chisel-like edge, and not to a 
sharp point.

The race distinction between the two 
squads is very marked, bv a difference 
not only in complexion, but in size ; for 
the black soldiers are at least half a 
head shorter, and have, besides, a much 
larger proportion of small men in their 
ranks. The Egyptian squad is closely 
“locked up," which contrasts strongly 
with the much looser formation in which 
tho black troops are marching ; and 
though this may be partly due to the 
fact that the blacks are armed with the 
bow instead of the shield and spear, still 
tho impression which one gets is that 
tliev represent the irregular forces 
ratfier than the regular drilled bodies to 
which the other squad seems to belong.

An extremely fine model of a boat 
comes from a twelfth dynasty tomb. It 
is five feet long and about 15 inches 
broad. It is fully decked over, and the 
after part of the deck is occupied by a 
two-roomed cabin, which takes up 
rather more than half the whole deck 
space. Each room has a wooden door, 
on which is drawn a portrait of the 
owner of the tomb, with his titles ; in 
the forward cabin five figures are seated 
and two standing, one of whom is in the 
how with a punting or sounding pole. 
Tiie cabins are roofed over witli lient 
wooden rafters, neatly fitted together. 
The mast is stepped in a hole in the 
deck and supported by a wooden box, 
which is strengthened ov three wooden 
struts to keep it firm.—The Athameum.

The vast majority of people are ab­

solutely wrong on the subject of feed- 
tliey think that rich and luxurious 

people, feeding- on the richest and most 
luxurious foods, are the most fortunate 
and healthy people. I assure you it is 
just the reverse. I am tho director of 
an insurance company, and am obliged 
to oftitn form an estimate of the com­
mercial value of life ; if, then, two poi­
sons of the same age and constitutional 
build come for calculation as to the 
monetary value of their future lives, 
aud if one be rich and luxurious, and 

other bo competent and frugal, 
frugal even to abstemiousness, I would 
value the life of the frugal person as 20 
per cent, at least better than that of the 
rich and luxurious person.

Dives dies in plenty, Lazarus in pov­
erty. Do not die like Lazarus if you 
can help it, and do not die like Dives if 
you have the opportunity ; but find1 the 
happy condition, easy enough to find if 
you determine to learn how on least 
food you can do tho most and best work. 
Never cat until you are satiated ; never 
cat in the day ono heavy meal, but 
divide our food into three light meals, 
equally distributed as to time and quan­
tity ; cat slowly, take small mouthfuls, 
masticate, or chew, your food well ; 
touch your food with your fingers as lit­
tle as possible ; do not cry out for ani­
mal food more than twice n day nt 
most : have all animal lood well cooked, 
and do not forget fruit as food.

In Queen Elizabeth’s time tho orange, 
the golden fruit of the Heaperides, 
might find its way to the Queen’s table; 
but such fruit was indeed scarce. Joints 
of meat were cut up witli the frill of 
paper round the end of the joint to hold 
bv, forks being unknown, and her 
loyal subjects, a short-lived race, know­
ing little how to make the most of lift) 
in the matter of feeding and drinking, 
suffered from diseases which were of the 
most avoidable as wall as objectionable 
character. Wo, fortunately, live in a 
different reign : we have fruit galoie, 
and have clean forks instead ot dirty 
fingers to raise our food witli. two ad­
vantages equally sweet and wholesome, 
though so different In kind.—Sir B. W. 
Richardson, in Longman's Magazine.
