«The Small Sprocket is Increascd in
Size Without Increasing the Driving
Power—The Novelty Iliustrated.

Has the greatest of all discoveries for
the bicycle been reached? asks The New
York World. Will the record-breaker on
the rubber tires of the future outfoot the
birds and put to shame the proudest efforts
of the race horse? Have we at last
reached the bicycle millennium, when sci-
ence will enable the man on the machine,
supplying his own motive power, literally
to annihilate space by the exercise of a
minimum of physical effort?

Fifty miles an hour on a wheel.

This is the astonishing claim put forth
for a new lever chain now undergoing the
experimental tests in BEngland. . It is
known in the bicycle world as the Simp-
son lever chaln. All England is agog
over it. Blcycle makers all agre that the
pext great improvement will be in the
chain. The Simpson lever chain has waked
up bicycle manufacturers as has no other
one discovery since the pneumatic tire
dawned upon the sclentists of cycling.
The Simpson chaln alms to give greater
driving power without increased effort, It
is assumed that the reader, whether he is
a cyclist or not, understands what sprolc-
n
whbheels u‘ulpped with the Simpson chain
there will, of course, be two sprockets.
The forward sprocket, or driving wheel,
will be the same as is now used. The
rear sprocket will be greatly different.

THE NEW LEVER CHAIN AND SPROCKET.

-

The sprocket will consist of two oppo-
gite halves. Each half or side will have
as now, but the teeth will
be cut on a new plan. There is a little
hollow between each pair of teeth, which
will engage the links of the chain as it
rolls along over the sprocket. The angle
at which these little hollows or grooves are
cut has been criticised. The little grooves
are supposed to be so many leverage points,
at each of which the links of the chain
will brace itself for the next leap over
the sprocket teeth. The little grooves
will act as conservators of energy. They
will prevent the loss of power. If they can
do that they will be a great boon to the
hill-climber.

But the most important feature of this
new sprocket is its size. At a glance it
will be seen that it is nearly twice the size
of the ordinary sprocket. But It has no
more teeth. The latter fact is highly im-
portant. If there were more teeth than
on the ordinary sprocket the gear of the
wheel would be affected. If there were
ten teeth, for instance, the gear of the
wheel would be 50.4, assuming that the
forward sprocket had the usual number of
eighteen. The average wheel is geared to

A gear of 50.4 would be an anomaly.

The increased size of this new s rocket,
therefore, is the keynote of the Simpson
invention. It rmits the chain to re-
volve about a larger radius, thereby in-
creasing the driving power of the chain.
This mew chain is a series of double tri-
angles connected at the bases, the bases
going over the larger sprocket and the
aplces over the smaller one. It does this
with the exercise of no more power on the
pedals.

This large sprocket will readily give the
bicycle a higher gear, but without calling
for more driving power. Itis claimed that
it will give the equivalent of & gear of 84
on the ordinary bicycle. A gentleman
who has seen the Simpson chain on an
English machine in England, says _that
some wheels with this chain have had the
equivalent of a gear of 96.

Since there are two halves to the sproc-
ket, each of whose eight teeth is gripped
by the link pins of the chain in its flight,
there is a double forward pull and a double
saving of power, although by this is not
meant that the pull and saving are two-
fold.

WHEEL RACENG ABROAD.

Banker Speaks Highly of Foreign Cracks
and Says Their Tracks are the Best.

Pitsburg, Dec. 11.—George Banker, the
American proffiessional, who spent the en-
tire' season in Europe, speaks in glowing
terms of the racing system, the riders and
tracks abroad. He says:

“The ‘tracks Iin France are much better
than in this country, being constructed of
cement. The two tracks upon which most
of my races were run, the Buffalo and the
Seine, both five laps, are two of the best.
It may seem a little surprising to the Am-
ericans, but they run triplet and tandem
races on these small tracks, and not a
single accident occurs. In one race fif-
teen tandems started, and Do one was hurt.
One of the turns was made with eight of
them abreast. If one of the machines had
sl'pped just then & terrible accident must
bave been the result.”

Banker criticises the racing men abroad
as follows:

“To my mind Jacqulin is the best one
of the lot. He is by far the most reliable,
even if he was beaten for the champion-
ship of France. In that event-he seemed
scared, and did not have any heart for his
work. He is the best man at short dis-
tances, and Michael is the best long dis-
tance man, although he is not by any
means slow at short distances. I do not
know how Johnson is riding mow, as 1
have not raced on this side of the water
for two years, but he will have to kee\{:
going to stay in the race with Michael.
Pacemakers cannot shake him. I have
seen pacemakers jump in at each lap and
try to get away from hini, but he still
sticks to their wheel, and on the stretch
can pass them. Moran and Proten are
algo fast men.”

The
western colts, on the other hand, have
done fairly well, and were perhaps of a
more than average high class. There were
no great stakes for them to win,.the Wash-
ington Park, Hawtborme and Harlem events
all being declared off. Had it been other-
wise one or more of these western flyers
would have been at the top of the list or
very mear it. Ben Brusb, Crescendo, Beau
Ideal, Lady Inez and Ben Eder, not to
speak of several others, acquitted them-
selves with great credit, placing their
names higher up in the list of winners
than many of those that were vouchsafed
a much better opportunity to win money
for their owners. At the -beginning of
the season Applegate and Floretta IV. were
the stars, and then Handspring arose to
dispute the Buchanan’s colt’s supremacy.
Crescendo. ran some extraordinary good
races on the coast in the earlier days of
the season, having the 2-year-olds of that
section entirely at his mercy. Change of
climate was against him, and It was sey-
eral months before he ‘ rounded to " suffl-
ciently to hold his own in first-class com-

pany.

Requital, by virtue of his win in the Fu-
turity, has first place, his flve victories
and one second out of six starts having
netted pearly $60,000. His last race of the
season was in the Flatbush stakes, which
he won, giving Ben Brush weight and a
decisive beating. The son of Bramble
was just then coming to his best form
and afterward proved his ability to take up
great weight and run fast. Handspring
stands second on the list, having done al-
most all his winning in the first part of the
season., The kick administered to him at
the post before the start for the Futurity
did him a lot of harm, but at the end of
the season he was coming back to form
fast, winning the fastest five furlongs re-
corded for the Brooklyn track this year.
Axiom showed up wonderfully well durlng
her earlier work, and had she not shuffle
off this mortal coil prematurely, might
have proven one of the best of next year,
but the important filly, One I Love, by
Minting, must be ranked above her in point
of quality. The sire of this filly was a
rare good race horse, and had he not been
out {n Ormonde's year might now have
been hailed as the horse of the century.
One 1 Love won the Golden Rod, Part-
ridge and Belle stakes and the Great Hast-
ern handicap, defeating many of the cracks,
and to her must be accorded the palm
among the: eastern fillies. Whether she
was any better than Lady Inez will never
be known, but a comparison between the
doings of the two is in order. The im-

BSixty, a bay geld-
ing by Masterpiece-Expectatlon, has the
greatest number of starts set opposite his
name, and though he only won $1480, he
Geserves an immense amount of credit for
standing up to S0 many races. Thirty of
the 152 listed started twenty or more times,
and of these thirty sixteen faced the start-
er on twenty-five or more occasions. Not
one unbeaten colt appears in the lot, Re-
his six starts and one second
coming equally near to that point with
Bloomsbury, whose successes netted the
medest sum of $1045,. while Requital’s ef-
forts were rewarded with the best win-
nings of the seagon. Ben Brush, with thir-
teen wins out of sixteen starts, has the
most firsts to his name, Lady Inez follow-
ing with eleven and Millie M. with ten.
"These three are the only winners of ten
or more events, though there are several
with nine.

Touching the stakes won, Requital’s vie-
tories may be enumerated as the Futurity,
Flatbush, Seaside and a selling sweep and
a purse, Handspring won the Tremont,
both the double events, the Foam and the
Great Trial, in addition to other firsts.
Applegate won the Alexandria, the Hud-
gon, Great!American and a private sweep,
while his seconds and thirds foot up to
nearly $5000. Axiom won the Clover, Ver-
nal and a private sweep, the latter worth
$2200. Floretta took down first money in
the Monticello, St. Asaph, Arlington, HX-
pectation, Amazon and Daisy. rescendo
in the earlier part of the year won four
straight races off the reel, including_ the
Rancho del Paso, Sprlnﬁ and Bitter Root
stakes and a purse. {astings was suc-
cessful in the Surf stakes and maiden
races Nos. 1 and 2, while the good colt
Hazlet won the June and other stakes,
gmounting in all to $9520. Most of Ben
Brush’s performances are yet fresh in the
minds of all who follow the thoroughbreds,
and it is barely necessary to recount the
winnings of the others that finished first
in stakes.

Tonso is the sire represented by the most
colts and fillies in the list below. Ben-
Elder, Bracegirdle, Ramiro, Frontier, First
Mate, Ardelle and Alarm are all by him,
their total winnings footing up ,560.
Strathmore has five—Amanda, Myrtle Hark-
ness, Oaptive, Mack Briggs and Hallie
Gay, their total being $16,160. Sensation
has four—Hazlet, Emotional, Bloomer and
Senclene, with  $17,562. Hanover has
Handspring, Florrie and Ben Holliday,
with $44,985. Onondaga has likewise three
and so has Bramble, the latter’s total being
$23,792 and the former’s $6335. Sir Mo-
dred has four with a small total, and in this
respect he is beaten by the other imported
Pirate of Penzance, whose four have won
a larger sum. The stud most largely re-
presented both as to winners and winnings is
Milton Young’s McGrathiana, whose stal-
lioks, Hanover, Strathmore, Onondaga and
imp. Pirate of Penzance are doing much
for the three of his get headed by Apple-
gate and -the old stand-bys, falsetto,
Spendthrift, imp. Rossington and others of
that ilk hold their own.

THE HORSELESS AGE.

B

IT HAS NOT YET ARRIVED, NOR 18 1T

IN SIGHT.
T —
Good Horses Will Always be in Demand
=Fgailure of the Motocycles at the Chi-
cago Contest=The Outlook for Horses
Decidedly Improving.

Some of the city papers have been
summarily disposing of the horse late-
ly. The all knowing editor has writ-
ten the noble equine out of existence.
The unceasing march of invention is
in the minds of theorists, compelling
the horse to give way to the electric
and gasoline vehicle. Likewise it was
prophesied on the event of the electric
railway that the horse would shortly
remain only as a memory of the bar-
baric ages. There is the difference,
however, the success. of the electric!
railway was well assured, but of the
modern horseless carriage the out-
come in very doubtful. A Chicago daily
paper offered a purse of $5000 for an
initial test race of the much-talked-of
motocycle. One hundred entered, two
started, and one finished. The other
one broke down and returned on 2|
freight. At the appointed time all
but two of the operators appealed for
inore time, so the purse was divided;
tw) went then as above noted and a
later date has been fixed for the re-
meinder.

Thus ended the long-talked of, much
advertised contest of the horse dis-
placing vehicles. It is fitly termed
“Much ado about nothing.” Contrast
this with the great Madison-square
Garden show recently closed in fNew
Yerk city, where over 100,000 people
paid $1 each for the privilege of see-
ing a horse show, and boxes sold as
high as $450. In brilliance and lavish
expenditure the New York horse show
now outranks any public exhibition of
either continent. This is a significant
event at the beginning of a horseless
age.

But no! We haven’t yet arrived at
the horseless age. It is safe to say
that every good foal of 1895 when
properly matured will be wanted at a
good paying price. There is no occa-
sion for discouragement in the future
of horse raising. The causes which
led to the present depression are evi-
dent. They need not, and probably
will not occur again soon. One thing
is certain; the horse raiser who walits
until the business is again on a sound
paying basis will not be prepared to
take the fullest advantage of the sit-
uation, for it takes six years to breed
and mature a good horse,

While. inspecting the breeding estab-
lishment of Graham Bros.,, of Cler-
mont, Ont., a short time since, Mr.
Graham was handed a cablegram
from Scotland, ordering four Am-
erican trotting stallions and two
pairs of matched carriage horses. The
other member of the firm was at that
time away buying to fill another order
froma across the water. I note that
Graham Bros. have since been in Chi- |
cago and purchased a pair of carriage:
horses for $1000, presumably to fill the
order. Truly, a good horse was never
more appreciated than now; and a
poor one never so worthless. At the
late Toronto Exposition $600 was re-
fused for a pair of draft geldings; and
a good judge well informed on the
value of horses on both continents
told the writer that such a team
would sell for $1000 in London.

One thing must be learned in horse
raising as in all other lines of live
stock improvement, viz.: the value of
good blood. As a class the farmers
huve never fully appreciated that In
horse raising. Too many third and
fourth-rate mares have been kept on
the farm for breeding, while the bet-
ter ones have gone to market, because
they were more salable, and too many
hulks have been kept for public ser-
vice in accordance with the demand
for cheap sires.

Another thing that must be learned
is the value of good care of the coit,
especially during the first year. Feed
with a generous hand and feed and
handle for bone and muecle, not for
fat. Fatten the horse well when
ready for market, but not too heavily
before. .

The outlook for horses is decidedly
better, but breeders will need to bear
in mind that the market was never as
exacting as at present and a higher
stendard is demanded than ever be-
fore. Fortunately there has never been
so favorable a time to start right—to
buy the right kind of breeding stock
cheap. This is indeed the horse breed-
er’'s opportunity.
