The Assessment Law and it Adminis-
tratio!

Probably the new assessment law is the
most interesting subject of conversation
among your readers at the present’ time,
The chapges in the law are evidently
in the right direction, and if honestly ad-
ministered it will be a change for the
better. Anything near perfecticn is not to
be expected in an assessment law. My ob-
servations are confined to Ward 6 ,regarding
the workiog of the law. Under the old
law the poorer & man was the more valu.
able was his little all in the assessor’s eye,
whiles if & rich man was asscesed one~balf
or onesthird the value of his rateable pro-
perty he was bigber than his ncighbor, and
was cut down.

Under the new law every man has the
privilege of puuingl value on his own
property and giving the asseseors much ad-
ditional information to guide them in their
work., The assessors of Ward 6 added
about 60 per cont. on an average to last
year's roll, putting most every one up to
the full requirement of the law as to cash
value, and some few above it, But the
Board of Revisiou, composed of men who
bave a high reputation for integrity and
pusiness capacity, two of them haviog
passed through & political campaign with-
out a stain to their character, we had fond~
ly boped would correct the little inequali-
ties of our local men, and give us a roll as
near perfect as fallen man could make it,
Their work bas recently been made public,
and what do we find. They have evident-
Iy taken up with a popular delusion, that
because three or four comparatively rich
men reside iu the vicinity of Granville
Ferry, therefore, Ward 6 is overflowing
with money, and all we have to do is, to
turn the sod and pick up thesilver dallars.
Whilst the roll of the local assessors was
quite an improvement on last year, with
regard to eqality of value, the Board of
Revision have destroyed their work com-
pletely aud posted & Roll which is an out~
rage to common sense and fair play. The
higher valuation they found the more they
put on, and.the man who was considered
the lowest assessed in the Ward, they took
20 per ceut off. We bave one man with
twelve acres of dyke marsh and a snug
little farm lot runniog over the mountain,
buildings attached, ussessed for $1060,
and & near neighbor with no marsh,
bis land cutting bay enough for about 3
head of cattle, and a potato patch, no or-
chard or wood land, assessed for $1040.
Apother man who bought all his
rateable property within five ycars,
on time, for $215, assessed to 325,
and he has placed po improvements
on it. Anotber man purchased a desirable
farm, on time, private sale, six years 8g0,
and he bas not with bis own labor and cap-
ital added, been able to make a living
and pay 4 per cent on the investment,
and yet the Board of Revision have ass-
essed him 33 per ceat, above first coet.
Another man whom the revisors cut
down from $150 to $60, has a snug
little house, comparatively new, with hay
land round it. 1 could give more illustra~
tions, if necessary, but these are sufficient
to show the character of the work done,
There is abundant evidence in this ward to
impose the penalty mentioned in Section
17, if any one wishes to do so. They can-
pot plead ignorance, if so, they should
bave obtaioed reliable information before
altering the local assessors’ figures. The
question of the day is, where did they get
their information, evidently pot io the
channels mentioned in Section 22, I
hope they have shown more wisdom and
prudence in otber parts of the County.

Warsr Power vrom TE® OcmAN.— At
Point Lobos, California, is a great unfin-
isbed marine aquarium, projected by the
famous Adolph Sutro, The aquarium is
near the ocean, on the landward side of a
juttiog rock ; and through this rock, and
leading out to its exposed face, is & ehort
tunnel, through which the ealt water flows
into the aquarium. At the outer end of
this tunnel, and on the face of the rock
exposed to the rollers of the ocean, is an
excavated hollow place or basin, the bot«
tom of which is several feet above high
water mark. As the rollers come in they
dash violently agaicst the face of the rock,
rise in mingled water, and foam toa con-
giderable height and splash over into the
basin. The water thua caught in the
basin runs tbrough the tunnel ioto the
aquarium and maintains its high level.
Between tbat level and the level of the
ocean, on the landward side of the aquar-
ium, is a fall of several feet, and & very
large stream of water is constantly run-
ning out of the aquarium, which makes a
descent of several feet and is powerfol
enough to run a sawmill.

The ease of gaining a head of water by
making the ocean billows fill a reservoir
to a level several feet higher than high-~
water mark may be made of great import~
ance at many points along any coast.
Though the main body of water to be
caught is only during tbe high tide, there
is bardly any limit to the amount that
may be thus secured, provided the basin
is large enough and not too elevated. The
stream running from Mr. Sutro’s aquarium
is large enough, as has been stated, to run
a mill ; aod it is eyident that it can be re-
lied on with certainty ae long as the ocean
maintains its level, and its rollers come in
as they have been comiog in for uncounted
ages. With the stream thus secured and
capable of increase by simply enlarging
the basin, itis plain that great practical
ends may be easily and cheaply subserved.
