And hero, proliminarily et me wpy, that no chureh iy
worthy of the name that is not wissionary in its character,
missionnry in its aims, missionnry in its cfforts.  The chureh

instrumentality for givingthe Govpel to the world. It is no
moro true that God has purposcd to suljugate the nations to
his righteous rule, thanthat fic has proposed to do so through

.Sot upon the hill-tops of the wofld-~the world’s most'con-
epicuous, most beautiful ohject, it is to radiate the light of
heaven, and Fodispel the world's dirkness. In so fur only ag
‘tho church accomplishics this object, does it auswer the
divine purpose concerning it. The missionary spirit in the
heart of its wembers, and blossoming out in prayer, and
giving, and self-denying endeavour that aculs at home ‘and:
abroad may be brought to Christ, is its mightiest credentinl
for the divinity of its mission. -its mighticat proof of u right
“to oxist. Where these are wantiug, the church has really.
forfeitl this right. and must Le pronounced a failure.

It id doubitfulif churches should he considered anything
morg than a failure—they do not certainly realize ¢he divin®
ideal—whose zeal snd effort are expended entirely on them- -

_selves, or for their own edificntion andcomfort. As if indeed, L

it I not a primary, funsumunml Taw in the kingdom of Jeaus
Christ, that believers arc to be blessed—are to receive the
highest hlessing, through working for the spiritunl good of
others. Itis tﬁc vory nature of true religion that the more
of it its posscssors give away, the mope they have left for

ife by losing it-—this is Christ's Iaw for the individuxt Chria-
tian and for the individua! churgh:

with missionary zeal and make it & model missionary cliurch,
Must himself havo the.truo missionary spirit. H’c cannot
ilnlpnl;gw others what he has not himself, He will vot be
able £0'move his hearers with truths which have not stirred
his own soul. Thoy will be slow to believe truths which ho
preaches a8 though he hardly believéd them himsolf. If
missionary themes aro kept in tho background,. or enly -inci-
dentally nlluded to in his preaching, they will naturally con-
c¢lude them to be not very important—at leaat, that ho does not

. think them very important..and if bie does not, why ahould
they ? Tt is not of the natuve of water to rige higher than its
