The late ‘At Home” at Dalhousie Col-
Jege would recall the name of the revered
Dr. Thomas McCulloch, who, in the early
history of the institutjon, was at its head
and stood up boldly in its defence.

Whilst a Professor in the College he also
made use of his pen in defence of our re-
ligious rights and liberties. And whilst a |
keen controversialist yet his discussions
were always carried on in good spirit.

During the session of 1864 the late Hon.
Joseph Howe gavea few lectures to the
students of Dalhousie College ou the early
history of Nova Scotia. He related the
following anecdote concerning a contro-
versy carried on between Dr. McCulloch
and the Archbishop of the Roman Catho-
ticohyroh, Halifax, as illusteating how good
naturedly it wag conducted.

Several articles were written by Bishop
Burke in defence of Roman Catholicism,
and Dr. McCulloch replied in defence of
Protestantism. After writing for some
time the letters were published in patt |
phlet form and sold in the book stores

he tapnsd at the window and the Dr. came
in. “Well,” said Bishop Burke, ‘‘we have
now fought long enough, take a glags of
wine.” In the course of conyersation the
Bishoy said, “dow did your book sell.”
“0n,” gaid Dr. MeCulloch, I did not sell
many for my people ave very poor.”
“*Mine sold well,” says the Bishop, **which
shows its auperiority over yours, Whenl
pubtished mine I went down to the altar
and told my people, ‘Tom McCulloch, the
heretic, has published a book and I have
written a reply, go down to the book store
and purchase a copy.” Inashort time the
whole edition was gone.”

Heroically Dr. McCulloch struggled in
behalf of Dalhousie College and at  the
sanlle time stood up buldly for the truth,

SHUBENACADIE  AND
STEWIACKE.

An historical sketch of the Shubenac-
adie and Lower Stewiacke congregation has
just been published in pamphlet form by
the pastor. The following conclusion will
give our readers some ides of the growth
of this congregation.

More than & century has gone since the
missionary labours of Rev..James Murdoch
commenced it this’ colipregation; and over
oighty years since s Stgdfiization as o
pare of Douglas  congregation under the
Rev. Alexander Dick. .

During these four score yeats there has!
been an increrse from one to six cotigréga~
tions, from ore to seventeen churchus,
from (not known) to over 1200 communi-
cants, from perhaps four hundred, to over
eight thousand dollars a year for religious
and benevolent purposes.

Shubenacadie and Lower Stewiacke con-
gregatiou is fifteen years old. In that
time it has about doubled its membership
and increased *its contributions to the
schemes of the church five fold.

During the pastorate of Rev. M. G.
Heury (10 years) there have been added
to the communion roll in Shubenacadie
and North Salem 57 by certificate and 756
by profession, in Lower Stewiacke 38 by
cortificate and 76 by profcssion, a total of
240. During the same period there were
149 removals,
tThe'Wn'-"'i‘:.‘dons to the schemes of the
c¢hurch have increased from 8138 to #508.

The Sabbath School attendance has in~
creased from 200 to about 300.

How much growth there has been in
spirituality and vital godliness we cannst
tell 8o easily nor indicate by figures, but we
trust that in tha. also there is progress.
Each individual :must examine himself on
that point. Let us continue to pray ‘O
Lord revive thy work.”—Com.
