deny that the uso of intoxicating liquors
has brought poverty, misery, disunse, and
ruin npon millions of our fellow-creatures,
and I now ask why youx make a practico of
arinking them ?  This is an important en-

quiry, and let us oxamine a httle into the
1 | ronsons which people may give for taking
¢ | intoxicating hquors asa beverago.

1. I beliove many porson3 drink simply
from habit. They havo been brought up to
arink , bqaor 18 part of thewr rogular diet,
. | nad thoy take 1t ag a wattor of courso.
Now, I would ask you, isit right %o drink
merely because you aro in tho habit of
doing 80? Whon you remombor that the
liquor is enpable of dopriving you of your
censes, and that it 18 & snaro to vast num-
bers who aro not considerod as drunkards,
youought to have a bptter rcason for tak-
g «t than morely that you have boeen
brought up to do- eo. Tho question for
consideration is this, Is tho habit & good
ono? Isit justifiable ? Is it expodient?
If not, it ought to be given up.

2. But some may drink just besauso
others do. What o poor reason! If wo
avo to do what others do without question-
ing tho propristy of what they do, then we
rany say farowell to all finprovemont. Wo

aro certainly nut to follow the multitnde
to do evil, and woshould nos be afraid of
uppearing singalar whon wo know that wo
ars doing right., Christians are deolarsd
in tho Biblo to ba a poculiar people; they
shovld bo botter than their neighbours ;
und if wo will not nphold & great prinaiplo
~-a principle of fuestimable iraportauce-—
meroly bocanss we da not lilea to differ from
othicra, wo ave destitute of that moral gour-
ago which i3 nn cssoutial part of the
Obristian character.

drinkers are vory few, How ofton hnve I
been in company where the wino has
prosed froely, and avary person present hag
taken many glasses—I will not cay how
wany, but too many by farl And yul
overy one would say he wae a moderato
drinker. A modorato drinker, forsooth!
Arowoto affirm that anything short of
dowaright druukenness is moderation ?
Yot this is what some soem to hold. I do
enrnostly prosa upon our notice tho fact
that alatost ail peoplo who drinvk at all
take, at tumes, oven what the world ab
large will acknowledge to bo too much,
e hear a groat deal of *¢ just half-a.pint
of beer"——'*just ono glass of shorry’'—
“just n teaspoonful of brandy,” and
guch hke expressions; but whore, I ark,
arothe persons who kesp striotly within
those lumts?

4, But many will stoatly dony that they
drink theso liquors merely because they
like them, and allogo that they drink only
for health’s sake. No doubt mnuy believe
that formented hquors are not only bene-
ficial, but that they are indispensable to
hoalth, Now it is this notion whioh you
should, I tb .k, most carofully enquiro in-
to. It s truo that medical mon often re-
commend these drinks; but considor what
an amount of evidence there is on the
other side. How many practitioners of
eminenco declare that alcoholio liquors are
Lighly injurious ! Andlook at facts. Aro
not some of your rolatives, or frionds, or
acquaimtances total abstamners? Cannot
they do without ever tasting of the docert-
ful draught? Aro thore not tens of thou-
rands who are strong and hearty, and are
yot strictly watordrinkors? You may bo
suroe you would bo porfectly well without
your glass, aud oven batter. The plen of
hiealths not suflloiont; and tho 1dea that
you could not lire without your beer,
or wine, or spirits, 13 sunply a foohsh
mistako.

6. Lastly, you may say that you drink
becaunse intoxicating hquor is ono of tho
bounties of Providence, and ought to bo
enjoyed by all.  This plea I have often
heard  advanced in justification of tha
practice. But letmo remind you that
thero is no such thingasintoxionting liguor
in nature, and not a single animal in croa-
tion will even so much as taste it, unless
traiced and forced to doso by men. It is
an artificial bovorage. It ismade by mon.
It is manufactured on purposo to onrich
those who sell it, and it does onrich them,
tothe great impoverishment of all other
classes of tho community. The wines
mentioned in  Scripture are not far one
momont to bo compared witlh tho svine,
rum, qin, brandy, whiskoy, porter, salo,
boer, cidor, and other liquors, the consump-
tion of whioch is 80 vast at tho prosont day.
Who can tell the delotorious ingredionts
of which theso spiritunous drinks aro moro
or loss composed 2 Thoy are not tho good
croaturos of God which woe aro to enjoy at
pleasuro,—T'ract

Pernicious Literature,

Tho following from the N.Y, Intelli-
gencer will repay o caroful perusal:

Ou & former occasion wo advorted to tho
injuriouscffect of o certain class of our
popular publioations upon tho minds of our
young lads. Wo would now remind our
rerders that boys are not tho only onos
who are exposed to the dangors attondant
upon unwholesome reading, or who suffor
deplorable mental and moral injury
from an indulgence in it. Of course, in
using the torm *“unwholesome,” wo do
not refer to books which are palpably and
aroesly indecent; but to that much largor
and moro unsuspected class of publications
which aro altowed froe ingress to our
families, and which, without sinking to
the lovel of positive pollution, aro yot
extromely pernicious in their influences,
and are tho more dangerous bcoause the
poiron is dangerous and unobaerved.

‘Tho publications to which wo moro es-
pecially rofor nsually take the form of a sen.
timental love story or & Inghly colored talo
of unrestramned or ill-regulated passion ; or
thoy asssumo the guise of a novel deserip-
tive of imnconstancy, or incompatibility, or
gome other obliquity, whose repulsive
fen res are softoned down and made at
tra 1vo and perhaps trinmphant; or thoy
rel. for thoir interest upon the doubtful,
ane as nearly as may be without iveurring
ov: . t gmit, unlawful relations sustawnad by
the charactors to each other and to society ;
or 1uey dwell upon the durk side of human
nature, mimstoring to spurious sowsibilitios,
and cieatinga syuipathy for that whioh 1s
hard, unlovely, or ovil, at the expense of that
which is lawful, and honorable, and pure.
Lhoreis too large ucurrenoy of hiterature of
this kind, in which groat art is exocted to
mako tho lino botweon virtue and vico,
purity and impurity, good and ovil, al-
wostiadi~tinguishable; snd wo regrot to
add that they too often omanate from pub
lishors in whom the public are want to ro-
poso unlimited confidence.

Younz girls, aud girls approaching wo.
manhood, aro the ones who are tho most
oxposed to these dangorously secductive
pubhications. It is almost impoesible.that
they shall read thom and esoapo with the
tender and dehicato bloom of their natures
pnhur& Innocent, ingenuons, immaturo,
inexperioncad and unwarnad, they aro uu.
ablo to discriminate betwoon that which ig
salatary and that which ie poizonous even
in things meaterial, much loss in things
moral or intellectual ; and the result is that
after fooding habitually upon such ailmont

.as thoso publications furnish thoy becomo

tho victims of falso santimontality and

mbrbid faucies; they contract -cnervating

{dens of life and duty,and not unfrequently:
they imbibe imprcs*{ons which rosul! in
ravient foolinga and taintod subor_pﬁ‘:ill-
jes, Mhey avo poisoned inzoneibly to
thotmsolyes, and hofore wo nro ablo to ap-
ly the remody—too ofton boefore wo ure
orewarned of thofr danger.

Vo eannot err in our ciiort fo arousc the
golloitudo of parouts to_this insidiouns evil;
nov is it posaiblo for them to exorcise too
anch oare in ordor to avert this grost and
incrensing danger.  1n its very unproteoted
innogonce and inexperienco coasists the
woaluess, as woll ag tho strongth_of grow-
ing and undeveloped womanhood § avd in
the quiot rotivement from tho steifo and
strupggle of tho world, dangor lurks es cor-
tainly aa safoty blocsome, Wo theroforo
ennestly warn fathers and mothcrs to
jorlouely watoh ovor tho booka——especially
the whole brood of tales, novels, romanovs,
and tho like—that come into their house.

What oan componsato for
the sweet and tondor influencos of well
conducted family worship on tho minds and
hearts of tho littlo ones? Paronts who
omit it not only provoke the wrath of the
Lord, but negleet the best and most nntural
mesus of religious edueation, aund thus put
1 foartul jeopardy the souls of their chil-
dren. 1t wns notan 1dlo superstition that
bade the simple-minded, devout Norwegian
gl fleo from tho houeo whero sho had on-
gnged sorvico, becauso thero was wno
“ prayers in tho house.” A prayerloss
goul is a fonrful anomaly. But & homeo
whore ohildren are born and nurtared and
roared, whera luved ones sicken, and suffor
and d1o, whero 1n the cycs of tho children
tho fathor shiould be the type of the «“ Our
Father in heavon,” and the mother the
ideal of all that is tender aud affectionate
and devout, whero all precious memorios
should bo garnered like hidden treasures,
and whero all holy and purenfluences and
associations should provedo the very air—
with no open Bible and no voice of song,
prayor or praio—what shall wo say of
that home! Une ean hardly conceive it
poseible that such a homo could oxist in &
Christian land. No wonder that the curse
of the Lord hangs in dark relief ove~ the
families that call not on His name.

No Proxy Work,

Aro not tho laity forgetful of their
royal priesthood? Apparently thoy think
that tho wholo burden of Eroacbing Christ
and bis Gospol lies or: tho clorgy, thoir
part of the Christian’s duty being simply
to contributo to a more or less inadequate
support of a clorgyman, But tho Chris
tizn's work can never bo donme by proxy.
