FARM AND GARDEN,
LALOK I¥ THE FIELD TIIAT IS PRACTICAL.

Clan out all the rose bushes by taking
eway the old wood and shortening the
stronger shoots «¢nz-third. The growth
and appearance will be greatly improved
thereby.

Weed and hoe the onione, peas and all of
the garden vegetables, harrow the potatoes
again, replant the corn and commence plow-
ing it the very day it is large enough, Keep
the ground which the crops occupy free from
weeds, loose and mellow

The best varietiea of Icttuce for summer
use are the yellow butter and the white sum-
mer cabbage. In a deep, well enriched soil
they stand the heat well and remain fora
long time in a condition for use, LThese
varieties form large heads, and on this ac-
count ar2 ohjectionable to some persons.

A gwine breeder says that in wesning pigs
there is something more to be considered than
simply takiog them away from their mother.
They should be weaned gradually, so as not
to get any stunt or set back. To take pigs
away before they have been taught to ent
gives them u check for at least two weeks.
Feeding them in a separate place to which
they have access will accustom them to eat-
ing.

Geege can be fattened cheaply, as they will
eagerly consume chopped turnips or any
other kind of cheap material at this season ;
but' to get them very fat they should have
cornialso. A goose should not bs too fat, as
guch is objectionable, but they should not be
kept fat enough to present an excellent mar-
ket appearance. The young geese that have
not completed their growth, however, cannot
Ve fed too liherally, as they will not become
extremely fat until matured.

If he has not blinds to interfere with
his sight he will shy lcss often, If you could
not see on either side, only straight ahead,
you would be far more timid, your heart
would suddenly begin to beat faster, much
oftener than it-does now.
