powered te make by-laws concerning the peace, order andi

welfare of the CltY of Montreal as well as te regulate anti

prevent the flying of flage, baniters andi signe e.cross the

etreete, alleys andi publie places. The only by-law which

the City has adopte(l le by-law No. 42, which provides for

the maintenanlce of public peace andi gooti order, andi wb.lch
contqins the following enactinent:

"All iote, noises, disturbances, or disorderly assembla-

"ges, are hereby prohibited inl tbis City; and ail persans

"making or creating any riot, noise, dlisorder, or disturban-

"ce, or forMling part of any disorderly aseemblage any-

The Revised Statiites o! the Province o! Quebec contain
