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(b) For-the purposes of this Rule and Rules 19 to 29 inclusive, exe,
Rule 20 (b), a seaplane on the water shall be deemed to be a vessel, and
expression "power-driven vessel" shail be construed accordingly.

RULE 19

When two power-driven vessels are crossing, so as to involve risk
collision, the vessel which has the other on lier own starboard side shall ho
out of the way of the other.

RULE 20

(a) When a power-.driven vessel and a'sailing vessel are proceeding in si
directions as to involve risk of collision, except as provided in Ru.les 24
26, the power-driven vessel shall keep out of the way of the sailing ves

(b) A seaphane on the water shahl, in general, keep well chear of ail ves-'
and aàvoid imùpeding their navigation. In circumstances, howev er, ýwhere r
of collision exists, she shail comply with these Rules.

RULE 21

Where by any of these Rules one of two vessels is to keep out of the w
the other shail keep her course and speed. When, from any cause, the lat
vessel finds herseif so close that collision cannot be avoided by the action
the giving-way vessel alone, she also shail take such action as will best
to aver't collision .(see Rules 27 and 29).

RULE 22

Every vessel which is directed by these Rules to keep out of the waY
another vessel shail, if the circumnstances of the case admit, avoid cross
ahead of the other.

RULE 23

Every power-driven vessel which is directed by these Rules to keeP
of the way of another vessel shaîl, on approaching her, if necessary, l,
lier speed or stop or reverse.

RULE 24

(a) Notwithstanding anything contained in these Rules, every vessel 9V
taking atxy other shail keep out of the way of the overtaken vessel.

(b) Every vessel coming up with another vessel fromn any direction
than 2 points (224 degrees) abaft her beam, i.e. ini sucli a position,
referenoe to the vessel which she is overtaking, that at niglit shewWOul
unable to see elther o! that vessel's sidelights, shail be deemed to be an t
takinxg vess4l; and no subsequexit alteration of the bearing between te

vessels ahail make the overtakixng vessel a crossing vessel within the ne8
of these Rules, or relieve lier of the duty o! keepixig clear of the ovetl
vessel until she is finaily past and clear.
