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2. Each Party shail provide interested persons of the other Party access to available non-
confidential, non-proprietary data on die national economy, and speciflo industrial,
agricultural, commodity or service sectors, including data on foreign trade and
investînent.

ARTICLEX

SERVICES

The Parties shail enter into consultations with a view te broadening the scope of this
Agreement te include trade in services, consistent with multllateral principlcs establishcd in
thc General Agreement on Trade in Services.

ARflCLE IX

1. In international traffic, die mnerchant veasels of each Party, merchant vessels chartcred
by persons of ecd Party, and the cargoca of such vessels shall, during arrivai, stay
at, and departur from Uic seaports wherc the other Party ailows entry and exit of
forcign merchant vessel, enjoy trcatment, including access te harbour services,
accorded te thc most-favoured nation. The Parties agrce dtaany arrangement
bctwmc Canada and thc United States of America governing pilotage does not create
rights under titis paragraph.

2. In relation te products transportedl between Canada and Vietnam, neither Party shah
create or maintain:

(a) discriminatory measures of any kind te marketing Uic services of, securing
cargoci for, and transferring payments; related te, Uic merchant vessels of Uic
other Party or merchant vessels chartcred by persons of Uic other Party; or

(b) discriminatory measutres of any kInd te Uic flow of waterborne cargoes through
maritime cargo terminais or te Uic use of such terminais.

3. Each Party shall, en Uic basis of reciprocity with Uic other Party, facilitate Uic
cstablishment and operation in its ternitory of representative offices of shipping'
enterprises of Uic oUier Party. Thie Parties recognize that shipping enterprises in boUi
Canada and Vietnam own or operate vessels of either their own national or foreign
registry.

ARTICLE X

1. Subject to Uic laws and regulations in force in Canada and Vietnam, ail payments in
respect of tiade between Uic two countries shall be made on terms muttuaily agreed
upon by Uic persons party to Uic comm~ercial contmacts governing that iade.,
