The Powers of which the seat of governient is outside Europe will be e
titled merelv to informi tihe Frenchi Governmrent through their diplornatic 1M Ï
presentatives at Paris that th.eir ratification lbas beeil given; in that case té
must transmit the instrument of ratification as soon as possible.
