The ilonourahie Senator MeQuire fromn the Standing Committee on Banking
and Commerce, presented the follow'ing Report:-

The Standing Cornmittee on Banking and Commerce to whomn w-as referred
the Bill (184 frorn the Ilouse of Commons), intituled: "An Act to provide for
thle. payment of War Service Gratuities and for the grant of Re-Establishment
Credits to Members of His, Mai esty's Forces in respect of Service during the
present War," have in obedience to the order of reference of l2th August, 1944,
examined the said Bill, and now bcg leave to report the same with the following
arnendment, viz:

Page 7, lines 8 and 9. For clause 25 substitute the following:-

"25. This Act shall corne into force on the first day of January, 1945, or
on any date betw-een the first day of October, 1944, and the first day of January,
1945, as may be fixed hy proclamation of the Governor in Council: Provided
that nothing in this section shall be deemed to impair any benefits whieh would
have been cnjoyed by the members of thc forces or their dependents under the
Aet if it had corne into force on the first day of October, 1944."
