The Honourable the Speaker informed the Senate that the Honourable
Senator Methot had made and subscribed the Declaration of Qualification
required of him by The British North America Act, 1867, in the presence of
the Clerk of the Senate, the Commissioner appointed to receive and witness
the said Declaration.

Senator Haig, P.C., and the Honourabie Senator Aseltine, and having presented
Her Majesty's Writ of Summons, it was read by the Clerk as follows: -

do appoint you for the Electoral Division of Mille Isies of Our Province of
Quebec, and We do command you that ail difficulties and excuses whatsoever
laying aside, you be and appear for the purposes aforesaid, in the Senate of
Canada at ail times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament may be in
Canada convoked and holden; and this you are in no wise to omit.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be
made Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed.
