MINING COMPANY TAXES, VILLENEUVE

Question No. 121—Mr. Caouette:

What is the amount of the various federal taxes
collected from mining companies in the county of
Villeneuve?

Hon E. J. Benson (Minister of National
Revenue): For Customs and Excise Division.
There is no specific record available of sales
tax paid by mining companies, as such. Their
major operations do not bring them within
the ambit of the Excise Tax Act.

COST OF PRODUCING AND MARKETING LIVE-
STOCK PRODUCTS

Question No. 137—Mr. Rondeau:

With reference to the statement by the Minister
of Agriculture, as it appears in Hansard, pages
11580-11581, concerning the gross revenue of ap-
proximately $2,816 from the sale of products de-
rived from 6 cows and 2 sows, what is the govern-
ment’s estimate of the cost of producing and
marketing such products?

Hon. Harry W. Hays (Minister of Agricul-
ture): It is not practical to obtain an aver-
age for all of Canada of the cost of producing
milk or hogs that would have any real mean-
ing. Costs of production vary widely with
location, type of enterprise, feed availability,
size of operation and other factors. For ex-
ample, a Quebec study on cost of production
of hogs for 1956-57 gave a range of $7.81 to
$29.18 per hundredweight live. Applying re-
cent prices gives a range of $9.05 to $33.82
per hundredweight live. If the farms are di-
vided into thirds according to costs, the re-
sults are as follows:

Lowest third, $13.10; median third, $18.02;
highest third, $25.44.

Studies of costs of milk production show
similar ranges.
