DURATION 0F UNEMPLOYMENT PERIODS FOR INDIVIDUALS

Right Hon. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Madam
Speaker, my question is directed to the Deputy Prime Minister
and Minister of Finance. He will know that recent labour force
figures show hie now bas one more economic accomplishment,
namely, that more Canadians are staying out of work longer.
The January figures showed that the number of Canadians
unemployed for 14 weeks or longer was 18 per cent higher
than last year. Most of those Canadians want to work. Will the
minister tell us whether hie intends any new measures to help
them find jobs they can go to, jobs they can work at?

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Deputy Prime Minister and
Minister of Finance): No, Madam Speaker, it is not my
intention to bring in new measures at this stage. Personally 1
have been impressed by the strength shown in the Canadian
employment picture in the last year. The rate of unemploy-
ment is moderating and is Iess than it was last month. In those
circumstances 1 personally do not intend to bring in any
further measures in addition to those announced by the Minis-
ter of Employment and Immigration and the Minister of
lndustry, Trade and Commerce. which are directed toward
skill training and adjustment programs. They seem to be the
most appropriate response in present circumstances.

RATE 0F UNEMPLOYMENT IN QUEBEC

Right Hon. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Madam
Speaker, the minister bas now set another record. He has
shown that not only is hie prepared to have more Canadians
out of work longer, but hie is prepared to stand up in the House
and boast about it. It is an absolutely unacceptable position for
a Minister of Finance of this country.

Mr. Clark: Madam Speaker, perhaps I should address my
supplementary to the Minister of State for Finance as it is of
particular concern to the province of Quebec where the perma-
nent unemployment problem is much more serious than any-
where else in Canada. The figures published by Statistics
Canada show that the rate of permanent unemployment in
Quebec is more than double the rate in the rest of Canada. Is
there a program that the minister would recommend to the
government to assist Quebecers in finding the jobs that they
want today?
