If they did not, why
does the Deputy Prime Minister not come clean and
answer the question? That is the issue.

Hon. Don Mazankowski (Deputy Prime Minister,
President of the Privy Council and Minister of Agricul-
ture): Mr. Speaker, the Hon. Member preaches honesty
and integrity. He should practice it once in awhile.

Some Hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Mazankowski: I repeat again and I say to him as
bluntly as I can, the Minister of Finance stands by his
statement in the House of Commons at eleven o’clock
on April 27.
