Hon. Bob Kaplan (York Centre) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-255, an Act to amend the Criminal
Code (lotteries).

Mr. Speaker: Shall the Hon. Member have leave to
introduce the said Bill?

Some Hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Kaplan: Mr. Speaker, this is an amendment to the
Criminal Code which would have the effect, I hope, of
reducing the amount of gambling in Canadian society.
The way it would work is to prohibit advertising of
lotteries.

Gambling is a human weakness. For some people, it is
a very serious disease. The Bill makes the point that,
while our laws should accommodate those who must
gamble, to have legislation in place that allows Govern-
ments through advertising to encourage gambling is
unacceptable.

Motion agreed to, Bill read the first time and ordered
to be printed.
