Such
an audience only assembles on the very
greatest artistic occasions, ' and- the
great signer acknowledged tite compli-
ment both with her coujtesies and her
encorse, The report that she is the
woman whosi with a voice like:.a
man is «thlly- misleading.. Madam.
Butt, to make' free with Tennyson, is a
daughter of the gods, divinely dark,
and most divimely tall. One thinks of
the gigantic and magnificent tenor
Elezak as Madam Butt steps”on - the
stage. Her superb stature is the glory
of a perfectly proportioned angd grace-
ful figure, and MNer:  vo'ce,. the: finest
contralte of thid century or.perbaps of
the last, e produced without ‘efgort " or
strain, unforced and ‘restfyl, ‘There is
nothing mahnish in.her tones, but' a
fulness of f@mlnlne quality. wiich only
such a physique:could produce. Scalchl
is the only: contralto in fonty years
one could ' compare -her with,. "and
Bcalchi was almost; coarse by cornpari-
son with the absolutely meliow clarity
of ‘her tones.” Among  other vocal per-
fections perfect. enunclation and in-
tonation are outstanding virtues, and
every syllable is distinct and clear' to
the audience.
