
YEAS AND NAYS.

43. Upon a division of the Council, the names of

those who vote for, and of those who vote against any

motion, shall be taken and entered upon the minutes,

if three members demand it, before any fresh business

be entered upon.

ORDER OF BUSINESS.

44. When any order, resolution or question has been

lost by the Council or Committee dissolvmg for want

of a quorum, the order, resolution or question so lost,

shall, after the routine business, be the first busmess to

be proceeded with, and disposed of, at the next meet-

ing oi such committee or Council.

45. At each regular meeting of this Council, and at

each special meeting thereof, called for the transaction

special or any business, the following shall be order ot

proceedure :-*-

jst. Calling the Roll.

2nd. Reading Minutes if any.

3rd. Receiving Communications.

4th. Receiving Petitions.

5th. Receiving Reports,

6th. Referring matter to committees.

7th. Any Special Business.

46. All By-Laws or parts of By-Laws inconsistent

with this By Law, are hereby repealed.

47. This By-Law rh'M come into force and effect, on

the day on which it may be passed.
