The Hon. Sir Willlam Grantham,

judge of the King's Benc¢h division of
the high court of justice, arrived at
the King Edward yesterday with his
dapghter, after an extended tour of
the Canadian west. Sir Willlam, whose

estate is at Lewes, in Sussex, is a T
of the Tories, tho his judicial position
leudea his taking active part in pos
itics, from which he withdrew on his
elevation to the Queéen’s Bench in 1886.
“From what I have seen of the Radi-
cals of Canada,” he said last night, "1
don’t believe they are real Radicals at
all; they are all strong loyalists and
protectionists, 5

“In England, at the present time, the-

danger lies in the fa¢t that the young-
er members. of the trades unions are
rebelling against the law and order
which the oldér members are endeavs
oring to inculcate. When these declare
their émployers’ decision to: be equit-
able and just, the younger men re-
fuse to obey the lawful orders of their
own executive. Therein les the diffi-
culty that has got to be faced.”

Regarding: his visit to .Canada, Sir
William said:
my trip, to which I have looked for-
ward from my youth. ] have always
felt it my duty.to come some day, that
I might see for myself, talk to the peo-
ple and hear their wiews. I. believe
that the future of England depends on
the welfare of her colonies, and have
Had an idea that the British Govern-
ment was not doing as much for Can-
ada as Canada has done for. her—in
fact, that not enough rec¢iprocity has
been shown. I, thereforé, wanted to
se¢ the real feeling in Canada -and of
the Canadians, and to show my. re-
spect for them. It iz thé men they
sent out to the South African War, and
the spirit they showed at that time,
that gave the keynote to the imperial
¢haracter of the war.”

Sif Willlam expressed great delight |

at the visit of the Queen’s Own to Al-
dershot, and stated that he himself had
been a volunteer all his life, béing a
member of the Inng of Court Ro:'l-
ment, commonly styléd “The Devil’s
Own.” Sir Henry Pellatt, he thought,
must be a Canadian of the best type,
inasmuch as he had shown his loyalty
in so tangible a fashion.

As the English courts reopen on the
12th of October, Sir Willlam must re-
turn ‘before that date to go on his cir-
cuit. He is leaving for Montréal on

Friday.

CROP CONBITIONS

Official Returns Show Improvements
During July.

OTTAWA, Sept. 14.~The bullétin of
the c¢énsys and statistics office says
that thé reports on field crops at the
end of August are more certain than
at the end of July, and that the situa-
tion during the month has improved.

In the older provinces the grains
have matured well and have been har-
vestéd and saved in fine condition. The
estimate for wheat, oats and barley is
445,520,000 bushels, which is 129,188,000
bushels less than the final estimate
for last year. Spring wheat is less by
45,608,000 bushels, oats by 70,219,000
bushels, and barley by 16,010,000 bush-
els; but fall wheat shows an increase
of 1,849,000 bushels.

The eastern provinces show gains in
each one of these crops. The increase
of wheat there is 3,633,000 bushels, of
oats 23,219,000 bushels and of barley
625,000 bushejs. The loss in the west-
ern provinces, exclusive of British Co-
lumbia, is a result of the great drouth
of July, which reduced the area har:
vested by 22 per cent. of wheat, by
24 per cent. for oats and by 3L5 peér
¢ent. for barley.

The estimated .pfdduction of wheat
for the whole of Canada is 122,785,000
bushels, of oats 283,247,000 bushels and
of barley, 39,388,000 bushels, as com-
pared with 166,744,000 bushels wheat,
852,466,000 bushels oats and 55,398,000
bushels barley in the final estimate
for last year.

Peas, beans, buckwheat, mixed
grains, flax, corn for fodder, potatoes
and alfalfa have deéclined in condition,
but peas, mixed grains and flax only
appreciably, whilst corn for hueking,
turnips, mangolds, carrots, sugar
peéts and pasture have improved.
