The rioting was in five different
localities, The object of thé,mobs in
storming the police stations was to re-.

Large Percesifage ‘Fined.

The nuwber of  Summiary convic
tions jumped from 98,452, in 1917, to
105,199 in 1918, Of,these less than 8
per cent.. were;swomen offenders,
Eighty-two per cent. of the number
of persons convicted of minor offen-
ces were fined; 3 pér cent. were sent-
enced to imprisonment without option
of a fine, and 15 per cent. were allow-
ed to go on suspended Sentence. Of
the minor offenders.21,026- were con-
victed for drunkenness as -against 27,-
882 during the prévious yeéar. Drunk-
enness decreased by nearly 25 per
cent. in ‘Canada ‘during the year, in-
creases being confined. to the prov-
inces of Manitoba ahd Alberta. In the
last-named province,’ convictions num-
bered 825, as compared with 391 the
previous year, while ‘in Manitoba cén-
victions grew from 1085 to 1123, an
increase of 31 per cént.

Benefits of- Prohibition.

The beneficial -effect of war-time
prohibition is demonstrated by a table
showing that for the war period 1914-
1918, there was g ‘decline of 65 per
cent. in the number of convictions for
drunkenness. The percentage decrease
by provinces was .as follows: Prince
Edward Island, 72; Nova Scot!d, 39;
New Brunswick, 60; ‘Quebec, 48; On-
tario, 55; Manitoba, 82; Saskatche-
wan 78; Albeérta, 85; British Colum-
bia, 92; Yukon, 69.

Canada was brought imto the ques-
tion by the managing director of a
well-known firm of distillers, who said
that it was remarkable that tho Can-
ada had largely goneé dry, his firm
was -shipping mére ‘spirits there than
in wet times, and . recently Canadian
agents had requested that stoppers be
substituted for corks as corkscrews are
now difficult to obtain.
