- EXPLORING IN THE NORTH.

Valuable Scientific Discoveries Will
Likely Be Made.

The young explorer, Lerner, has sail-
ed from Tromsoe, Norway, for Spitz-
bergen, with the object of mapping out
the northeast coast of the mainland.
He goes first to Walter Wellman's sta
tion on Dane's Island, -where he will
observe the preparations of that ex-
plorer until the ascent of Wellman and,
his men. Then Lerner will leave on
his own expedition.

He hopes to extend his exploration to
the interjor of Spitzbergen, an exceed-
ingly d®%ficult task, as it is only par-
tially known thru the expedition of
Nordenskjold, who passed over the lce
{ there in 1873. Until that time the nortn-
| east coast was doubled only on ice—by
the Norwegian seal hunter Elling Carl-
sen, who has described this part of the
icoast as ‘“‘an uninterrupted ice wall.”
{Some time later Lerner and Prof. Na-
thorst doubled the island, but had no
opportunity to map out its east coast.

Lerner is accompanied by Couat
Poninsky and Herr Von Boeck, ' both
lieutenant-coldénels jn the German
army. He is_well equipped, having all
the necessary scientific instruments,
including a new one, the Phototheodo-
lite, which, it is stated, can make topo-
graphical measurement by photographic
device. The expedition will also carry
a balloon  for the purpose of - making
atmospherical observations,

Lerner will endeavor to doublé Cape
Torell,*at the southern mouth of the
Hinlopen Strait. He plans to continue
next year the exploration of the sea
between the Spitzbergen Archipelago
and Franz Josef Land, to~ remain
there during the winter, with head-
quarters on the Seven Islands, and to
proceed in the spring of 1909 to the
mysterious Gillies Liand of to the archi-
pelago that is thought to exist between
ithe two groups of islands, the Spitz=
. bergen and the Franz Josef.
| It is believed that the scientific fea-
| tures of this effort will give it an im-
i portant place in the history of modern
{arctic explorations.

| LITERATURE IS AMENDED.

Intending British Emigrant Given
Better Idea of His Chances.

There should be a marked improvement
in the class of immigrants arriving, and
fewer complaints of misrepresentation of
conditions of labor in this country. if
those in the old land will carefully read
| the latest circulars and handbooks is-
sued by the British Government Emi-
grants’ Information Office at Westminster
before starting on their journey. They
are told ‘‘there is a large demand for
railway laborers and capable men and
boys whe understand farm work, milk-
ings cows, looking after cattle, etc. But
the demand for mechanics is not so.ur-
gent, altho men in the manufacturing
industries continue busy, but hard-work-
ing men in the building, metal and engi-
neering trades should have little difficulty
in procuring employment.”

All emigrants are warned that ‘it is no
use to go to Canada unless they are
prepared to adapt themselves to local con-
ditions and respect local feeling, to Dbe
learners first, rather than teachers, to
work hard, and for rather long hours.
Every country has its own methods of
work, and emigrants should not be al-
ways telling Canadians that English me-
thods are best.”

This is a step in the right direction.
The British government might go further
and tell the charitable organizations who
| are sending so many poor people out here
i without funds that they should make
some provision for them on this side, so
that thev may have a fair start and be-
come good citizens. Also that the hooligan
class are not required here under any con-
ditions.
