It is estimated
that the loss will reach £1,000,000, while
the trade invelved has received a seriouns
setsback.

The Tory Government has a way of
doing such things on a large scale, and
the country is well alarmed in regard
to the army situation and is prepared for
any proposals which the Government
may decide to make.

There is a strong party
forming two armies; one, as now, re-
cruited on the short-service system, and
the other on the long-service sysiem for
foreign stations exclusively. The com-
mander-in-chief appears to regard this
as impracticable, and favors such im-
provements in feod and pay and subse-
quent employment in the civil serviee
as will attract a class of men to the
army who now avoid it. The Satnday
Review remarks to-day: “It is not
money that is needed at the War Office,
but brains. The money voted by
Parliament has been wasted 1 a dis-
graceful fashion,” and The Review
promises revelations to prove this con-
tention.
