Erie View, Ont,, Aug. 25.—Mrs., Celinda
Frapklin, an aged and respected resident,
died here a day or two ago under very dis-
kressing hlrcumstanqes. Mrs. Franklim
who was 75 years old, lived with her
daughter, Mrs. Louis Oakes, on Gaywood
Dairy Farm, in South Walsingham.

A d-year-old bull, a thoroughbred Jersey,
was running with a herd of cows in a field
adjoining the lane and yards to which they
had access In order to get water. Mrs.
Franklin saw the bull in the yard Just
as some people were leaving the house and

. went to drive It away. This enraged the
bull, and the animal rushed at her and
caught her on his head, carried ‘her ten
yards and tossed her in the air, and as
soon as she reached the ground did the
same thing again.

Rev. T. A. Presswood Frost, who lives
on the homestead and saw the affair, rushed
to the rescue with a club, and began to
belabor the animal. The bull showed fight,
but by this time Mr. Frost had secured a

' pitchferk and succeeded in burying the

., Prongs in him again and again, unul the
Turious animal was driven off.

Meanwhile Mrs. Franklin had been re-
moved to her house and a messenger sent
for Dr. Meek of I'ort Rowan, who found
upon his arrival that she was suffering
from concussion of the brain, numerous
bruises and various internal injuries. In
a few minutes she passed away. 'The de-
ceased had lived on the homestead over 55
{enrs, and the sad death of one so widely

uown and respected is deeply regretted.

45,000 Horse Power.

Members of the Technical Committee on
Electricity to the French Commissioners
of the Paris Exposition have just submittad
their ‘second report to the Commissioner-
General regarding the supply of motive
Power at the Exposition.

Ahe lightiug of the kxpesition will call
for 20,000 horse power. At the Paris Kx-
position, in 1505, the motive force was 350
horse power; in 1867 of 626 horse power;
in 1878 of 2500 horse power; in 1589 of
H600 horse power, of which but 2500 were
. employed. 1n-1909 it is foreseen that 45.000
horse power will be needed, about one-halt
of which, however, may answer every re-
qQuirement. Simply for producing the elec-
tric motive force transmitted to a distance
B30 horse power will be utilized in 1900,
representing alone more thap double of
the total motive force utilized in 188y,

‘1o walen must be auded 15,000 horse power
! for lighting.

The slg-
hatures here are those of the Duke of
Teck, the Princess Adolphus and Alex-
ander of Teck, and the Princess Adoipnus
. Teck.

Eating Horseflesh in Paris,
A veterinary surgeon of Troyes, M. Morot
by name, has issued a pamphlet in which
he deals with the consumption of horse-
flesh In France. It seemns that the number
of horses killed annually for purposes of
food has been steadily on the imerease for
years past; though whether this increase
is due to any real development of the popu-
la~ taste for horseflesh as an article of diet
or merely to clandestine and unspeakable
manoeuvres on the part of butchers and
restaurant proprietors does not appear with
all the clearness that might be desired.
The sale of horseflesh for food was first
publicly carried on in Paris in 1866. This
novel meat was viewed, to begin with, with
extreme suspicion, but the enforced eating
of horseflesh during the siege seems to have
done much to remove the prejudices of
Parisians, for the consumption has since
gone up without intermission. From 5034
in 1872, the number of horses slaughtered
rose to 10,608 In 1877, to 12,776 in 1883, to
16,506 in 1885, to 20,889 in 1890, and 23,-
186 in 1894—the most recent figures given.
They include, it might be added, donkeys
and mules, for which there is also a certain
demand. Special slaughter houses exist for
the purpose, under the control of a spacial
staff of inspectors,and there are now quite
a number of butchers who admittedly sell
nothing whatever but horseflesh. There is
even a soclety for the promotion of eating
horseftesh, to .which the members of the
body ascribe special hygienic virtues ss
well as eminent ‘gastronomie qualities, M.
Morot himself is loud in this praise of
horseflesh, but he complains that the ani-
mals converted into joints are habitually
too thin and generally the worse for wear.
He advocates the preliminary fattening of
the horses that are to serve as food. He
states that two or three weeks of the pro-
cess is sufficient, and that the superior
qrality and greater weight of meat obtain-
€d amply recoup the expense. The meat of
horses treated in this way is Indistinguish-
able, M. Morot affirms, from prime beaf.
If this be the’ case, it is all too probable
that Parisians not infrequently revel In
horseflesh unawares.—Pall Mall Gazette.

The State Artillery was ori inall ik
ized by an Austrian, and thf Cﬂp:: g;z;\}:lp
regiment are to this day of the Austrian
pattern. The officers are for the most part
members of, the wealthy Transvaal fami-
lies. The guns are drawn by mules, which
are driven in the manner customary {p
South Africa—that Is to say, two men sit
on the limber box, one to drive and the
other to use a long bamboo-handled whip
The gunners, it should be stated, are aJ]
mounted.

Besides the State Artillery, which re-
presents the regular army, there are *hree
foot and six mounted volunteer corps in
the Transvaal. These corps furnish some
20000 men, who are for the most part drawn
from officials and people employed by the
Government, and consist of men of varions
nationalities. The Pretoria Cavalry, which
is the smartest of these corps, is {‘\nmposml
entirely of officials and sons of well-to-do
Boers. The volunteer corps are not intend-
ed to take the field against a European

pewer but to garrison towns.—London Gra-
vhie,
