Roberts Was Engaged All Day Tues-
day and Enemy Fell Back—Bull-
er Alds Roberts.

London, June 14.—Lord Roberts reports
to the War Office under date of Pretorla,
June 13, 9.55 a.m., as follows:

«Methuen advanced to Honingspruit yes-
terday and found all quiet. Kroonstadt 18
strongly held. Methuen returned to-day
to Rhenoster River, where the ﬂllw,y 18
being repaired.

“We were engaged all yesterday with
Botha's army. The enemy fought with
considerable determination ‘and held our
cavalry on both flanks; but Ian Hamilton,
assisted by the Guards’' Brigade of Pole-
Carew’s division, pushing forward, took
the hill in his fromt, which caused 1he
enemy to fall back on their second position
to the eastward. ‘This they are still hold-
ing. It is slightly higher than the one. we
have captured. The great extent of coun-
try which has to be covered under ‘modern
conditions of warfare renders progress very
slow.

“Detalls of the casualties have not reacn-
ed me, but I upderstand they are moderate
4n number. The only further casualties re-
ported to date are two officers wounded.

«“APternoon: The enemy evacuated thelr
strong position during the night and have
retired to the eastward, Buller's force
'and mine have afforded each other mutual
assistance. Our occupation of Pretoria
caused numbers of Boers to withdraw from
Laing’s Nek and Buller’s advance to Volks-
rust made them feel their rear would snort-
1y be endangered.”

MAKES VERY SLOW PROGRESS

London, June 135.—(4.20 a.m.)—Observers
at Shanghal and Tien Tsin think there 18
a great deal more trouble ahead for the
concert of ‘powers than merely reachiog
Pekin with 2044 men.

Bringing Up More Troops,

While* Admiral Seymour, with the inter-

pat'onal relief column, is forcing his way
to Pekin, several of the powers are arrang-
ing largely to reinforce their detalls at
Tien Tsin.

Great Britain sent 600 from Hong Kong
yesterday and 400 will go Sunday. Iltaly
has -ordered 1000 to hold themselves In
readiness. Russia, according to a St. Pe-
tersburg despatch of Wednesday, has de-
cided to bring her force at Tien Tsin up
to 6000. Thus the combined force at Tien
Tsin will probably soon be about 10,000

men.
\ Identity of Opposition.
The explicit statement made yesterday

afternoon in the House of Commons by Mr..
Brodrick with reference to the identity
of opposition among the powers upon the
question of the application of force , and
the method of applying it Is accepted by
all the morning papers as quite sufficient
for the present; and the hope is generally
expressed that nothing will happen to
diminish the harmony.
An Ugly Incident.

An incldent, however, has already occur-
red, involving the British and French at
Tien Tsin, which nearly ended in violence.
A despatch from Tien Tsin, dated yester-
day, says:

For some days the French and Russian
authoritles. here have been jealous, be-
cause of the supposed facllities given to
the British authorities by the British em-
ployes of the Chinese rallways. Yesterday
(Wednesday) some French marines at-
tempted to take charge of an engine re-
quired at the front. Locomotive Inspector
Weir refused to give up the engine, and a
Frenchman attempted to bayonet him,
Weir caught the muzzle of the rifie, and
the bayonet passed over his shoulder. For
a moment serious trouble between the
British and French was imminent, but the
prompt action of ‘the British consular and
naval officers, backed by the American
consul and the railway officlals, prevented
a collision, Coneiliatory expressions were
exchanged.

Washington, June 14.—A despatch has
been recelved at the British Embassy from
édmlnl Seymour, in command of the inter-
national troops now forcing thelr way from
Tien Tsin to Pekin. The despatch dis-
closes the extfeme difficulties encounter-
ed, mainly In the fqrm of tracks destroyed,
and stated that the progress was only
three miles for the preceding 24 hours. The
commanding admiral felt that it would be
desirable to have additional forces in order
to meet every contingency, altho the gener-
el feellng was expressed that the trouble
would be less difficult to deal with thas
bad been expected. It js calculated that
with the three miles tediously covered In
the 24 hours preceding the admiral’s de-
spatch, which s dated yesterday, the inter-
pational force was 25 miles from Pekin.

There s no work for them
here now, as canneries don’t start for some
weeks yet, The feeling against the
Ordentals is more bitter now than it has
been for years,

A Case of Hardship.

The effect this competition Is having on
white labor was tragically shown last
night, when the infant son of a French-
Canadian couple, living near False Creek,
this city, died, and the parents were too
poor to pay for burial, The father did it
himself. He says he can’t get work, be-
cause of Asiatic competition in all lines,
white employers seeming to prefer Japs
or Chinese to white men,
