MORE RECORDS AT MEMPHIS.

Major Delmai Won a Heat in 2.01—

Onward Silver’s 2-Mile Mark.

o

Memphis, Oct. 23.—Two worlds’ records
broken, one tied and a gallant attempt
by the great Cresceus to lower his trotting
reccrd were the sensatienal features at the
Driving Park this afternoon. The exhibi-
tlon of Cresceus and Onward Silver were
reserved for the end of the day’s sport.
It was after 5 o'clock when Onward Sil-
ver, accompanied by a 1unner, appeared
for his great effort to lower the two-mile
trotting record of 4.29%, made by himself
last week at Lexington. At the second
tria’ the starter gave Hudson the word,
and the handsome trotter fairly flew
around the first turn. Hudson, apf);u'n-nt-
ly. checked his speed at the quarter,whick
was passed In .34%. Going down the
buack stretch Onward Silver broke, but
soon regained his stride. The nalf was
reached in 1.08% and the three-quarter
pole in 1.41%. Here the running horse set
a hot pace to the wire, and the mile was
made In  2.14%4. At the next pole the
time registered 2.48Y4. Down the back
stretch again Onward Silver moved with
clock-like precision, and the mile and a
half post was reachied in 3.21%. Here
the runmer agaln set a hot pace, and at
the last quarter pole the time registered
3.54%. Hudson began to urge the horse
in the stretch, and when the wire was
reached a new world’s record was hung
out, the time being 4.28%. Both horse
and driver received an.ovation.

Crescens, with two runners, next appear-
ed. Ketcham sent him along at a lively
gait to the quarter in .31%. When the
half was passed, in 1.02, old horsemen
sbook their heads, and remarked that the
2.02Y record was safe. The three-quar-
ter pole was reached in 1.33% and the mile
was finished in 2.04 flat. A stiff breeze
was blowing directly up the stretch, and
the exhibition was regarded as remark-
able.

In the Diamond Handicap, Major Delmar
trotted the first heat in 2.05% equalling
the record for geldings in a race. In the
third heat of the same Tace, at half a
mile, Major Delmar won handily In 1.01
which is a record for the distance. To-
mcrrow Dan Patch, the famous pacer, will
attempt to lower the 1.50% mile record.
