He says: “What is 
wanted is to secure prompt and cer­
tain access to international justice.

The rep­
resentatives of the United States, 
France, Great Britain, Austria-Hun­
gary and Russia were among those 
who made brief remarks. They were 
all vigorously applauded with the ex­
ception of Surgeon J. C. Boyd, who 
represents the medical corps of the 
United States navy at the congress.

New York, May 25.—A dispatch from 
Bridgeport, Conn., says: George B. 
Beardsley, formerly of this city, and 
whose father now resides here, is sec­
ond officer in command of the United 
States survey steamer Blake. In a 
letter to his father, Mr. Beardsley 
writes of a serious mutiny which oc­
curred on his ship while he was in 
command off the West Indian coast. 
Mr. Beardsley at first attempted to 
reason with the rebellious crew, but 
as they would not listen to him he 
used force, and soon a number of the 
mutinous seamen quailed and refused 
to support their leaders. This resulted 
in a free fight, in which ears and noses 
were bitten off. The mutineers were 
finally put in irons and placed in the 
brig. A report of the trouble was sent 
to the government, but has not yet 
been made public.
