CHICAGO, July 10.—All relations be­
tween the major and minor baseball 
leagues were definitely broken off at a 
meeting today of a committee repre- 
senting the National Association of 
Minor Leagues. The committee adopted 
resolutions ratifying the action taken at 
the joint meeting with the major 
leagues in New York last January, when 
the national agreement was abrogated.
