ROYA

Lord Askwith, who has been chief 
industrial commissioner since 1911, says:

The taxpayers are footing the indirect 
bills from the miners' strike, all the 
workers thrown out of employment 
through the coal shortage getting the 
"unemployed dole." which, in the case 
of men with families amounts to more 
than two pounds a week, and the num­
ber of these in the industrial towns of 
the midlands is steadily increasing.

Direct Action Denounced.
Direct action by the workers is de­

nounced by many public men as an 
attempt to usurp the powers of parlia­
ment and govern the country by a 
dictatorship of labor unions.

Seems To Have Reached Point 
Which Menaces Commerce 
of Britain — Threat of 
“Direct Action” by “Big

LONDON. July 31.—The general in­
dustrial unrest in Great Britain, which 
has been seething ever since the armis­
tice. seems at the present hour to have 
reached a point which menaces the 
commerce of the country with at least 
temporary disaster. It is considered 
possible that it may mean the down- 
fall of the Lloyd George Government.

The strikes of the last month have 
been serious enough, but they are 
merely symptomatic of an epidemic of 
dissatisfaction which appears to pre- 
vail throughout the ranks of organized 
labor. Half a million Lincolnshire cot- 
ton operatives were idle for more than 
three weeks. Two hundred thousand 
Yorkshire miners have been on strike 
-since July 20. The Liverpool dockers 
have paralyzed shipping there for two 
weeks, holding up hundreds of ships of 

7 all sizes. The bakers have decided to 
• strike on Saturday, and now the Lon­

don police are about to go on their 
second strike.

Secret Ballot.
The worst movement of all from the 

government standpoint is the threat 
of "direct action" by the triple alliance 
of railwaymen, miners and transport 
workers. These powerful . unions are 
taking a secret ballot to decide whether 
they shall use the weapon of a general 
strike to try to enforce their political 
program of the nationalization of mines 
tend railways and to end conscription 
and withdrawal from all participation 
in Russian affairs.

GILLETT COMPANY Lm MWMERONTO, CANCRELONDON, July 31.—(By the Asso­
ciated Press.)—An immediate strike of 
the London police was decided upon to- 
night at mass meetings held in various 
places. The grievance of the police is 
the bill before Parliament reorganizing 
the department. This provides for the 
organization of a police union, but pro- 
hibits it from affiliating with labor 
unions, and prohibits policemen from 
going on strike under any circum­
stances, with heavy penalties.

Secretary Hays of the National Union 
of Police and Prison Officers has Issued 
an order in the name of the executive 
committee calling out all the members 
in the kingdom at once, and also an 
appeal to all organized workers to 
"move to our support at your earliest 
convenience."

The police and prison officers' union, 
which is the policemen's own unlon, 
regards the bill as an attack not only 
upon the policemen themselves, but on 
the whole labor interests. Hence 
their appeal to the workers, which 
begins:

Appeal to Workers.
"The Government has dared to per­

sist in its effort to utilize the political 
machinery to destroy your undoubted 
right to organize for the legal pro­
tection of your own interests.” It pro­
ceeds to explain that preservation of 
the union is the only means whereby 
the men can retain their hard-won 
freedom as citizens, and continues:

"The passage of the police bill will 
mean the complete destruction of our 
union, the existence of which was fully 
agreed to by the prime minister on 
August 31, 1918, and again by Lord 
Cave, in behalf of the Government, 
on September 12. 1918.

The Final Agreement.
"Every possible constitutional and 

peaceful channel has been traversed 
In search of a satisfactory- solution. 
An interview, with a final explanation, 
was sought with the premier on the 
night of the 30th .and again on the 
morning of the 31st by a deputation of 
your executive committee elected for 
that purpose, who waited for a reply. 
Even this procedure has been ignored.

GALT. July 31.—This afternoon Sir 

Adam Beck, chairman of the Ontario 
Hydro-Electric Commission, expounded 
the cause of hydro radials before a 
gathering of several hundred delegates 
from all the municipalities and town- 
ships from Elmira in the north and 
Hamilton in the south, at Scott's 
Opera House.

Sir Adam came here at the request 
of Mayor Mercer to outline the hydro 
radial scheme as it would affect Galt, 
and as a result of the announcement 
of the Grand River Railway, a sub­
sidiary of the C. P. R., that it would 
remove its tracks from Water street, 
rather than bear its share of the cost 
of a new pavement and would enter 
the city over a private right-of-way 
and would leave Galt without trans­
portation service on its principal thor­
oughfare.

The mayor's reply to the railway 
corporation was to take up its tracks 
and, in its place, another service would 
be introduced; that the hydro radial 
officials and he had mapped out a 
scheme for a system to connect Galt 
with Preston, Kitchener, Elmira, 
Guelph, Hespeler and Hamilton, and, 
strange to say Sir Adam produced a 
plan this afternoon showing where the 
hydro commission had made a survey, 
and on congratulating Mayor Mercer 
on his courageous ‘stand, he. announced 
that these hydro radial lines would be 
built.

WINNIPEG, July 31.—The Robson 

commission, which is investigating the 
causes of the general strike in Winni­
peg. was in session again today. J. 
Winning, a member of the strike com­
mittee, was the principal witness.

Mr. Winning referred to efforts of 
Major S. H. B. Lyle, in command of the 
special police force formed after dis­
missal of the regulars. After the riot 
of June 12, Major Lyle telephoned 
members of the strike committee and 
asked for a meeting, he said. Though 
not present, Mr. Winning understood 
that Major Lyle offered to try to settle 
the strike. The committee agreed to 
let him go ahead, and at a subsequent 
meeting Major Lyle had informed labor 
representatives that settlement was in 
sight, and an agreement with the 
metal trades employers would be signed 
on the following morning, said the wit­
ness.

Arrests Interfered.
"We are still waiting for Major Lyle," 

he declared. Labor leaders arranged a 
conference with Hon. A. B. Hudson, 
and when discussions seemed to be 
leading somewhere the arrests of the 
accused were made, shattering another 
avenue of settlement, according to Mr. 
Winning.

Shortly after this labor leaders decided 
to call off the strike if the Government 
would appoint a royal commission to in­
quire into the trouble.

A meet­
ing was called by the committee en­
tirely separate from the strike commit­
tee to take place in market square, 
where a plan was formulated for a 
parade. Unable to prevent the parade. 
Mr. Winning had tried to speak, but 
was unable to do so, because he was 
not a returned soldier. He told the 
chairman of the meeting, however, that 
it was important not to hold a parade, 
as the strike commise had promised 
to refrain from such activity owing to 
the mayor's ruling against it. Mr. Win­
ning said the strike committee made 
every effort to get the parade called off.

Fuller Definition.
Judge Robson asked for a fuller 

definition of the form of collective bar­
gaining as published in the statement 
of the mediators.

Mr. Winning said he could 
produce the definition given by the 
strike committee to the mediation board 
and comparison could be made.

Toronto, Hamilton and Niagara penin­
sula, indeepndent of the C. P. R., and 
providing Galtonians and residents of 
this district with privileges of the 
lakeside resorts.

The hydro chairman took advantage 
of the opportunity to express his opin­
ion in regard to the Guelph proposal 
to sell its railway to C. P. R. inter­
ests. He declared that Guelph, through 
Mayor Carter, had repudiated its obli- 
gations under the agreement with the 
hydro-electric commission, and was the 
only municipality to do that, although 
the little township of Saltfleet turned 
down a bylaw.

Sir Adam promised, when he goes 
to Guelph next week, to answer every 
question of Mayor Carter and those 
who are advocating the sale of the 
Guelph radial.

Other speakers were J. W. Lyon, 
president of the Hydro Radial Associa­
tion, Guelph, Mayor D. Gross, Kit­
chener, F. S. Scott, M. P., and ex-Mayor 
A. M. Edwards of Galt, and others.

Resolutions Passed.
As a result of the meeting, three 

resolutions were unanimously passed. 
The first, moved by Mayor Gross, Kit­
chener, seconded by ex-Mayor Edwards, 
Galt, requested the hydro commission 
to proceed with and complete reports 
on construction, equipment and opera­
tion of an electrical railway for the 
district from Elmira to Hamilton, so 
that bylaws may be submitted to in­
terested municipalities; that the com­
mission negotiate to lease or purchase 
branch lines of the G. T. R. between 
Elmira and Galt, and from Elora to 
Galt, when the Government takes them 
over, and that the hydro commission be 
authorized by an order-in-council to 
proceed with the construction of the 
Toronto-to-Niagara railway.

The second motion, moved by Ald. 
S. E. Charlton, Galt, and seconded by 
G. K. Lynch, Elmira, urged the Pro­
vincial Government to grant the neces­
sary order-in-council so that the con­
struction of the railways may be com­
menced as speedily as possible.

The third resolution, moved by Ald. 
W. S. McKay and seconded by A. Tay­
lor, Galt, appealed to the citizens of 
Guelph to defeat the proposed bylaw in 
agreement with the Grand River Rail- 
why because such agreement, it is 
claimed, is against the Interests of other 
municipalities having the hydro electric 
railway agreement to which Guelph is 
a party.
