This is regarded all the more disap-
spointing as it is not unusual for a big
football contest in the provinces to at-
tract from 100,000 to 150,000 enthusiasts.
It is suggested that the prices of the
scats have -been fixed too high and also
that the affair has not been sufficiently
advertised.

One newspaper thinks it would have

» been well to give the big public schoois
holidays, so as to enable the youths to
see the world’s athletes. No sufficient ex-
planation of the neglect of the promot-
ers is forthcoming, however, and great
disappointment is expressed on all sides.

Greenwich, Conn., July 16—The White
Mountain express on the New York,
New Haven and Hartford Railroad was
wrecked here at 9.10 this forenocon. Onc
woman, Miss Margaret Armstrong, of
Wayne, Pa., was killed and ten persons
Wayne, aP., was killed and ten persons
injured.  The wreck occurred on the
bridge over Greenwich avenue, and al-
most in the front of the railroad sta-
tion. There were five parlor cars, and
all were thrown from the track and
upset, the one on which the fatality oc-
curred being tured completely over.

Under the struggling mass of humanity
was Miss Armstrong, who was crushed
to death. The cause of the accident is
not yet known, but/is thought to have
been spreading rails Every tie on the
bridge was torn up and-every angleiron
on the cars broken. About a hundred
persons were on the train which left
New York, eastbound, at 8.40 a.m.

P.P.,, was out at.daylight this morning
and -a constant supply of water is kept
in barrels along the Back Lands road, and
at a point known as ‘“‘the Gore,” near
Grand ‘Bay where the fire broke out yes-
terday. e

The rain in that district yesterday did
not amount to much, it being. bardly suf-
ficient to have any #@ppreciable effect ‘on
the burning district. "Mr. Towe]l reports
that the fire is ‘about one and a half feet
in the ground and a very heavy shower is
‘the. only - thing that’ would = effectually
check the spread of the flames.

Already 1,200,000 feet of sawed “boards,

Barrington, N, H., and valued at $18,.-

Two bystanders rushed
to his aid and endeavored to revive him,
Dut Their efforts were fruitless.

Coroner Berryman, who had been sum-
moned, arrived on the scene and  pro-
nounced it a case of heart disease. The
body was then taken to Chamberlain's
undertaking rooms, where it will be made
ready for burial.

The deceased 'was about twenty-eight
vears old, weighing approximately 155
Ibs. He is 5 ft. 11 inches tall and was

The deceased and four  other young
men from Campobello departed last No-
vember for Vancouver, where he remained
until recently. It is not known whether
he intended to visit his home or to remain
there permanently.

PHYSICIAN MAKES AN
IMPORTANT DISCOVERY

Milan, July 16.—An American physi-
cian, James Woods ‘Babcock, superinten-
dent of the State Hospital for the Insane
at Columbus, S. (., has succeeded in sol-
ving the question which has been under
investigation for a long time as to whe-
ther the disease pellagra, common among
the Polander, and in the South of Europe,
exists in the United States. Dr. Bab-
cock,lwho was + aided in his researches
by the Italian -authorities, has proved
that the Italian pellagra and the disease
common: in the southern states, having
the identical symptoms are one and the
same.

The disease pellagra, which is also
called Italian leprosy, Alpkiae scurvy and
astarian rose, is accompanied by a red-
dening of the skin and sometimes a hy-
pertrophy of the skin and marked mental
symptoms and it is said to be caused by
poison maze taken as food.

The importance of Dr. Babcack’s dis-
covery can be understood when the ex-
tent of the consumption of Indian corn
in the southern states is considered. Corn
is the staple diet among the negroes and
is largely eaten by the whites.

Acording to Dr. Babcock pellagra was
unknown in the. United States until af-
ter the importation the Civil War, was
immature. It is thought that his discov-
ery may lead to government inspection
of corn.
