(Bank of Commerce Review.)

The steady increase in dairy products,
which began about 1910, has been well
kept up and is a satisfactory feature of
the situation. Owing mainly to the dry
weather in September and October, con-
siderably less ploughing had'been done
last autumn when this report was writ-
ten than in the previous year; we ex-
pect, nevertheless, that agricultural pro-
duction will be well maintained in 1917.

Prince Edward Island, known local-
ly with just pride as “The Million Acre
Farm” and the “Garden of the Gulf,”
:as for many years reached a high de-
gree of cultivation and productiveness;
and further improvement is now taking
place owing to the increased use of mus-
sel mud as a fertilizer, and the exten-
sion of tile drainage.

The fox industry is now on a com-
mercial basis, and with a reasonable
increase in numbers, the receipts from
pelts will give a fair return on the
money invested,

The noteworthy features of the situa-
tion in New Brunswick are the atten-
tion given by the government to a
scheme for land settlement after the
war, a vigorous policy of agricultural
e;iuc:tion, and the increase of pure bred
stock.
