Amsterdam, Oct. 1—The fighting on
the western front occupies much space
in the German press. The Lokal An-
zeiger says:

“It cannot be denied that the new
offensive of the enemy is of the greatest
importance. The enemy obviously is
making repeated efforts to gain, at last,
a decisive success. How long he will be
able to maintain his efforts is uncertain,
but we must expect that the heavy
fighting will continue.”

The Vossische Zeitung says:

“The severe fighting has reached the
sixth day without slackening. This
confirms the opinion already expressed
that this time we have to do with ex-
traordinary efforts.

“In view of the bitterness and inde-
fatigable severity of the daily repeated
attacks, we must come to the conclusion
that this offensive surpasses all previous
operations of the kind. It shows me-
thodical and careful preparation, which
can only be explained by a firm deter-
mination to force a decision.”
