Here our extract from Capt. Pote’s journal must end. The spelling
and punctuation of the original have been presevved thronghout. It may
interest. the reader to learn that the Indians went from Grand Falls
to  Little Falls,” thence up the Madawaska river to lake Temis
counta and thence by the Tuladi to the St. Lawrence.  Captain
William Pote remained for three years a captive at Quebec. His
Journal, froms which the foregoing extract is taken, escaped confisca
tion through being concealed by one of the female prisoners, who, after
the release of the party, restored it to its owner,

On the night of June 24-25, [ 1731}, we lost onr worthy iissionary,

Father Jean Baptiste Foyard, a man Lonored and beloved at home and
abroad, and generally lame nted by both e nch and Indians,
From the day that Father Loyard re ached Quebec he gave much edifi-

and time served only to cause his great abilities and rare

cation there,
virtues to be more widely known and admired.  Occupied nearly twenty-
four years in the conversion and edification of the savages, he fulfilled all
the duties of an ideal missionary. To untiring zeal he joined ¢ xemplary
modesty, great sweetness ot disposition, nevei failing charity, and an
evenness of temper which made him superior to circumstances.  As his

disposition had nothing of sternness, so was he equally loved and respected

by the savages, and {he fear of displeasing him spared him, in a measure,
the pain of threatening them.
Having been ordered to Quebec to e establich his health, he had
hardly begun to recover from the effects of his prolonged lahors when,
vealizing the necessities of his old mission where his presence seemed

indispensable, he asked to be allowed to return thither, and it was while

cultivating that part of the Lord’s vineyard that, worn out by hardship

and actually in the exercise of the most active benevolence among the

sick, he contracted the disease of which he died——in the midst of his flock,
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
