There is a “Qidcussion in the scholastic
world in Paris abouf the aceuracy of his-
tory. It is a dangerous  subject for dis-
cussion, 4s meveral repent . incidents have
shown., A well-known historian at the
Sorbonne, dissatisfied with Tame, wrote a
book of criticism, in which be devoted
page upon page to showing up what he
considered the. inacouracies of . the great
grounds for
his complaints was that some of the refer-
ences cited by Taine were erroneonsly giv-
en. The matter did not end here, however,
for a few months later a rising student
published a small pamphlet on the modern
historian’s , criticisms, showing that in his
book the corpector was more incorrect
than Taine himself.

In school text-books, however, there is
still ‘& good deal of room  fof criticism.
The classic bull, “The first King of France
was Pharamond, who is thought never to
Bave existed,” was printed in onme edition
only but snother almost equally remark-
able sentence describing Bonapa,rte as
*Marquis de Buonaparte, lieutenant
general in the army of Louis XVIIL” ap-
peared in a history printed more recently.
A schoolmaster, however, has retorted that
these are as pothing compnred with what
appears in histories in other lands, and
he cites a Russian, Professor Ilovalsky,
an example:—

“YLouis XVI. was a good and peaceful
king. After a long and happy reign,
throughout which he gave proof of special
sagacity in the choice of his ministers of
t‘nanee, he died quietly, beloved by his
people.. The cause of his death was hem-
orrhnge Lonis XVI was succeeded by his
son, Louis XVII.
